“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by
our common faith in Jesus Christ. Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve,
and love one another as God loves us.”

My brothers and sisters in Christ,

It was the first day of the week that happened to be Easter Sunday, the
day of the resurrection. Yet, for the two disciples, it seemed to be an extension
of Good Friday, the crucifixion and death of Jesus. They were discouraged and
frustrated. Their hopes were crumpled, their dreams were shattered. Jesus, their
teacher and master, had died and so did their dreams, hopes, and beliefs. Hence,
they decided to go home and turn back to their former way of life; from being
“fishers of men” back to being fishermen, once again. (Luke 24: 13-35, ‘The
appearance on the Road to Emmaus’)

This week is the Third Sunday of Easter. But the crisis that we are fac-
ing right now, corona virus, somehow hinders us from experiencing and cele-
brating the Paschal Joy. It seems Lenten Season has been extended. There are
many things that we have to give up like going to our favorite places of recrea-
tion and gathering to celebrate birthdays and anniversaries. We have to cancel
travel and vacations and instead have only “staycation” at home. There many
things that we have to do differently: our worship, education, communication,
business.... We keep our distance from one another and yet we work hard to
maintain our closeness. We have to give our ‘aloha’ from a distance, no more
hugs and kisses only ‘shaka’ and smile (please). These can overwhelm us and
cloud us from seeing the joy of the resurrection.

The joy of the resurrection, Paschal joy, relies not on the current situa-
tion rather on the event that happened on that first day of the week, Jesus is ris-
en! This joy is beautifully captured and defined in the Preface I of Easter, “...1It
is truly right and just, our duty and our salvation, at all times to acclaim you, O
Lord, but in this time above all to laud you yet more gloriously, when Christ our
Passover has been sacrificed. For he is the true Lamb who has taken away the
sins of the world; by dying he has destroyed our death, and by rising, restored
our life. Therefore, overcome with paschal joy, every land, every people exults
in your praise and even the heavenly Powers, with the angelic hosts, sing to-
gether the unending hymn of your glory....”

The Paschal joy is over and above the crisis that we are facing. The virus
can destroy our body but not our soul. With or without this pandemic, our earth-
ly life will end. But, Christ’s resurrection gives us assurance to share the eter-
nal joy in heaven. Despite the difficulties and challenges that we are dealing
with, let us in our simple and special way, celebrate the joy of Easter!
