Last WeekΩs Question:  In the rites of the Anglican and 
Episcopal Churches for Holy Week, Holy Thursday is 
called άMaundy ThursdayέΦ  What does άMaundyέ      
refer to? 

 
Answer:   άMaundyέ is the name of the Christian rite of 
foot washing, which traditionally occurs during Holy 
Thursday and Maundy Thursday liturgies. The word 
comes from the Latin “mandatum”, heard in the Gospel 
passage on that day: "Mandatum novum do vobis ut 
diligatis invicem sicut dilexi vos" (“I give you a new 
commandment: love one another. As I have loved you, 
so you also should love one another”, John 13:34) 

 
Next WeekΩs Question:  On Easter Monday, many     
Anglican parishes in the United Kingdom hold a         
celebration known as “clipping the church”.   What is 
involved in that custom?

  Easing of COVID19 Restrictions 

Please note the following changes: 

¶ Face masks are now optional indoors,    
including in the church during Mass.   

¶ Ministers of Holy Communion at Mass and 
to the Homebound/Hospitalized will con-
tinue to wear a face mask for the distribu-
tion of the sacrament and Communion 
will still be given in the hand.   

¶ The sign of peace will continue to be      
exchanged without physical contact unless 
it is among members of the same house-
hold.  

¶ Food and beverages may be served at 
gatherings, but if it is buffet style, it 
should be served to guests by designated 
individuals.  Pre-packaged food (such as 
bentos) is preferable.   

        We should remember that people have 
different comfort levels about resuming more 
of our normal activities after two years of the 
pandemic so charity toward others should be 
practiced at all times.   Those who desire to 
continue wearing a face mask, especially the 
elderly, those with fragile health, and the   
unvaccinated, may feel free to do so.

   All parish ministers and those who desire 
to be are invited to our next All MinistersΩ 
Gathering on Thursday, April 28 at 7:00 PM 
in the church.

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 The summit of the Liturgical Year is the 
Easter Triduum –from the evening of Holy

Though chronologically three days, they are 
liturgically one day unfolding for us the unity 
of ChristΩs Paschal Mystery. 
 
 The single celebration of the Triduum 
marks the end of the Lenten season, and 
leads to the Mass of the Resurrection of the 
Lord at the Easter Vigil.

- Mass of the LordΩs Supper 
- Good Friday of the LordΩs Passion 
- Mass of the Resurrection of the Lord
