Last Week’s Question: The Second Sunday of Easter is also re-
ferred to as The Sunday of the Divine Mercy. What pope offi-
cially placed this feast day, which is celebrated by Catholics as 
well as some members of the Anglican Church, on the Roman 
calendar and what saint is connected to its celebration? 
 
Answer: The Sunday of the Divine Mercy, whose celebration 
concludes the Octave of Easter, was placed on the Roman Li-
turgical Calendar by St. John Paull II on April 30, 2000, as part 
of the canonization of St. Faustina Kowalska, the Polish nun 
and mystic whose visions of Jesus in the 1930s inspired the 
Church’s devotion to the Divine Mercy and earned her the title 
of "Secretary of Divine Mercy". 
 
Next Week’s Question:  What significant event in the history 
of the Catholic Church in Hawaii occurred on July 17, 1839?

 Each year, on the Second Sunday of Easter, the Church celebrates the       
Sunday of Divine Mercy.  Mankind’s need for the message of Divine mercy took on 
dire urgency in the 20th century, when civilization began again to lose the          
understanding of the sanctity and inherent dignity of every human life. 
 In the 1930s, Jesus chose a humble Polish nun, Saint Maria Faustina       
Kowalska, to receive private revelations concerning His Divine Mercy that were 
recorded in her Diary. St. Faustina’s diary records 14 occasions when Jesus          
requested that a Feast of Mercy be observed. On May 5, 2000, five days after the 
canonization of St. Faustina, the Vatican decreed that the Second Sunday of    
Easter would henceforth be known as the Sunday of Divine Mercy. 
 The Sunday of Divine Mercy provides an important opportunity to share 
Christ’s message of mercy...   
 ...God never ceases offering us His mercy. God’s greatest desire is to forgive 
us, pouring out His infinite mercy upon us so that we may be healed.

hearts and lives to Him with trust, the more we can receive.
