“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in 
Jesus Christ.

other as God loves us.” 

 

 Imagine you are walking down a road with the sun on your face. Sooner 
or later, you get distracted and turn a little. This happens again and again, until 
you reach a point where you discover that you are looking at your shadow on 
the ground in front of you, and you realize that you are now totally turned 
around and headed in the wrong direction. But, at that point, all you have to 
do to reorient yourself with respect to the sun is to turn around. You don't 
have to retrace your steps. You don't have to figure out how or where you got 
lost. You just have to turn around and face the sun again. It's embarrassingly 
simple. All you have to do is turn around. 

 This is the good news infusing all the readings for this weekend. The 
sun is always shining. God is always present. No matter what we do, no matter 
how much we get “turned around” by life, by our sins, God is always there. 

 The Gospel for this Third Sunday of Easter, in particular, carries within it 
this message of the ever-present love and mercy of God. Notice how Jesus 
deals with His disciples. He sees their fear, their confusion, their terror. They 
have been gathered together for days now, talking about their experiences, 
sharing their stories, and yet still they do not fully understand. Even when    
Jesus shows up right in front of them, they don’t quite get it. They are still 
“turned around”. 

 And what is Jesus’ response? He shows them His hands and His feet.  
He asks for something to eat. He does simple ordinary things and allows their 
emotions to catch up with their experiences. Then, when they have had time 
to calm down, Jesus explains what it is all about. The gentleness and patience 
that Jesus shows to them in the midst of their confusion and their doubt on 
that day is available to us too. The Good News is that if we allow ourselves to 
get close to Jesus, if we lower our defenses, His presence will gently allow us  
to see The Truth- that we are forgiven and that we are loved beyond all        
understanding. There, in that moment of "turning around" to face The Son, 
healing can begin. Our lives can be renewed. Our face once again turned to the 
light, we are born again.

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Excerpts from Foreword by Janice McLaughlin, MM: “Our apostles to Albania, Lourdes Fernandez, Winifred 
O’Donnell, Vivian Votruba and Gertrude Gallagher, were following the Apostle Paul who planted the seeds 
of the Gospel in Illyricum, the ancient kingdom in the Balkans that is now part of Albania, as far back as 66 
AD (Romans 15:19). This memoir is a labour of love by Lourdes Fernandez who spent 18 years in mission in 
Albania. It testifies to the courage and creativity that was required to witness to the Gospel in a land that 
had known violence and conquest for thousands of years. Not only does it contain a wealth of historical and 
political information, but it also reveals a form of mission outreach not unlike that of the early church where 
everything was new and untested.” 

The Maryknoll Sisters arrived in Pogradec in February 1995 in response to a call from the U.S. Bishops     
Conference for volunteers from religious communities to assist people in learning to walk in freedom and to 
rebuild the church. “Hundreds of years of domination followed by the tightest years of isolation under a 
Hoxha’s communist reign in Albania left the people without spirit – without hope.” p.59, Maryknoll Affiliate 
Veronica Gilligan. 

The sisters arrived in the winter and their first morning in their new home in a town surrounded by moun-
tains found them breaking through the ice of their pump well in the yard. They would gather fresh snow in 
the morning to wash dishes and for a sponge bath. This breaking through the ice was an analogy for a mis-
sion which had to break through years of a frozen reality of spirit without God. 

The Maryknoll Sisters’ mission presence was to accompany the Albanians searching for identity and meaning 
of freedom. An explosive uprising erupted in 1997 but did not deter the first baptism ceremony in this little 
church, “The darkness and ugliness of gun fires surrounded us but in our hearts was a fire of joy and love”. A 
core group made promises to be little candles missionaries. Read the testimony of the “Little Candles” pp. 
114-123, whose faith continues to spread beyond Pogradec, Albania. Rightly so, this book, Light A Candle, is 
dedicated to the Third Millennium Early Christian of St Joseph the Worker Church in Pogradec. Come along 
with Sister Lourdes who completed her special mission presence in Albania in 2013 and experience the igni-
tion of the Holy Spirit into hearts of people who were living in a state of total atheism and in the tomb of iso-
lation from the rest of humanity in four decades. Like an archaeologist, Sister Lourdes felt like she was un-
earthing Christian heritage deeply buried in the heart of the Albanian soul and soil.
