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First Inquiry for the Cause of Joseph Dutton

 I am happy to announce that, with the comple-
tion of preliminary steps, we are now  going to proceed 
with the First Session of the Diocesan Inquiry for the 
Cause of Beatification of Canonization of Servant of 
God, Joseph   Dutton, Layman.  

 On Tuesday, May 10, 2022, I will celebrate the 
Holy Sacrifice of the Mass at 6:00 P.M. at the Cathedral 
Basilica of Our Lady of Peace, 1184 Bishop Street, Hono-
lulu. It is the Memorial of St. Damien DeVeuster.  At the 
end of the Mass, there will be a short ceremony to    
formally open the Diocesan Inquiry Phase of the cause 
of Servant of God Joseph Dutton. The members of the 
Joseph Dutton Guild will be present, and the officials 
who will play various roles in the investigation of the 
cause will take their oaths of office.  

 It should be noted that beautification and      
canonization in the Catholic Church is a rigorous        
process, and there is no guarantee that the process will 
result in Joseph Dutton’s beatification or canonization. 
Nevertheless, many of the faithful in the Diocese of 
Honolulu and in other parts of the world have spoken 
favorably and are hopeful that Joseph Dutton’s holiness 
of life will be deemed by the church to be worthy of 
public veneration and imitation. Please pray that the 
Holy Spirit will guide this process to its completion    
according to the will of God and for the good of his holy 
Church.

  Easing of COVID19 Restrictions 

Please note the following changes: 

¶ Face masks are now optional indoors,    
including in the church during Mass.

Origin of Divine Mercy Sunday 

     In the 1930s, Jesus chose a humble Polish 
nun St. Maria Faustina Kowalska, to receive 
private revelations concerning Divine Mercy 
that were recorded in her Diary. St. Fausti-
na’s Diary records 14 occasions when Jesus 
requested that a Feast of Mercy (Divine  
Mercy Sunday) be observed….On May 5, 
2000, five days after the canonization of St. 
Faustina, the Vatican decreed that the      
Second Sunday of Easter would henceforth 
be known as Divine Mercy Sunday. 

      The image on the left is of Jesus as he   
appeared to St. Faustina in a vision, with his 
right hand raised in a blessing and his left 
touching his garment above his heart. Red 
and white rays emanate from his heart, sym-
bolizing the blood and water that was 
poured out for our salvation and our sanctifi-
cation. The Lord requested that “Jesus, I 
trust in You,” be inscribed under his image. 
Jesus asked that his image be painted and 
venerated throughout the world: “I promise 
that the soul that will venerate this image 
will not perish,” (Diary, no. 48) and “by 
means of this image I will grant many graces 
to souls.” (Diary, no. 742).
