Historical 
Divine Mercy Sunday is a feast instituted by Pope Saint John Paul II and is cel-
ebrated every year on the Octave of Easter. The Octave of Easter is the eighth 
day of Easter, or, in other words, the Sunday after Easter Sunday. Since the date 
of Easter changes every year, the date of Divine Mercy Sunday does as well. 
Pope John Paul II extended the feast of Divine Mercy Sunday to the entire 
church when he canonized St. Maria Faustina Kowalska on April 30, 2000 
(Divine Mercy Sunday that year), The Holy Father chose the Octave of Easter 
as the date for Divine Mercy Sunday because that is the day after the Divine 
Mercy Novena ends. (https://www.learnreligions.com/when-is-divine-mercy-

Biblical 
We read in our First Reading that many signs and wonders are performed by 
Peter and the apostles. People brought sick people and those disturbed by un-
clean spirits to be cured. As this took place, the number of believers grew stead-
ily. In the Second Reading from the book of Revelation, John describes the in-
struction he received to write down his vision. In his vision a voice said: ñDo 
not be afraid. I am the first and the last, the one who lives. Once, I was dead, but 
now I am alive forever and ever.ò That voice, we can assume, is Jesus, the risen 
Lord. This leads us to our Gospel Reading form John (20:19-31). Every year, 
we listen to the story of Thomas who was not with the disciples when Jesus vis-
ited them. He refused to believe unless he saw ñthe mark of the nails in his 
[Jesus] hands.ò Thomasô disposition is ours in many respects. We can relate 
well to his life. Many among us only believe, if we actually experience some-
thing. Only then, can some of us fully understand it. For me, one of these expe-
riences is the act of ñforgiveness.ò  
Personal 
I keep personal notes of my miscues, hoping to not commit the same mistakes 
again. I jot down my mistakes after I realize that I have made them in the hope 
to avoid repeating them. I know I must continue to learn and grow. I know I 
should not be hard on myself, but this helps me learn from my mistakes. Does 
God keep a list of my mistakes? Certainly not. He does not keep a record of my 
misgivings, of my mistakes, of my sins. Otherwise, who can endure his wrath? I 
believe that He does not enumerate my sins and their corresponding punish-
ments, as well as their exact amendments. God is a forgiving God.  He loves us 
regardless of what we do. His love is unconditional. And, yet, I sometimes 
doubt that I should be forgiven for my mistakes.  While learning is ongoing and 
in fact a life-long process, I must not doubt His loving forgiveness. I must have 
faith that God forgives. With an open heart, I hearken to His voice and allow 
His healing merciful love to guide me always.

The message of The Divine Mercy is simple. It is that God loves 
us – all of us. And, he wants us to recognize that His mercy is 
greater than our sins, so that we will call upon Him with trust, 
receive His mercy, and let it flow through us to others. Thus, all 
will come to share His joy.  
 
The Divine Mercy message is one we can call to mind simply by 
remembering ABC:  
 
! - Ask for His Mercy. God wants us to approach Him in prayer 
constantly, repenting of our sins and asking Him to pour His 
mercy out upon us and upon the whole world.  
 
. - Be merciful. God wants us to receive His mercy and let it 
flow through us to others. He wants us to extend love and for-
giveness to others just as He does to us.  
 
/ - Completely trust in Jesus. God wants us to know that the 
graces of His mercy are dependent upon our trust. The more we 
trust in Jesus, the more we will receive.  
 
This message and devotion to Jesus as The Divine Mercy is 
based on the writings of Saint Faustina Kowalska, an uneducat-
ed Polish nun who, in obedience to her spiritual director, wrote 
a diary of about 600 pages recording the revelations she re-
ceived about God's mercy. Even before her death in 1938, the 

devotion to The Divine Mercy had begun to spread.  ...Spend time to learn more about 
the mercy of God, learn to trust in Jesus, and live your life as merciful to others, as 
Christ is merciful to you.
