My Dear Brothers & Sisters,

Today’s Gospel reading is from John 8:1-11. Jesus's words to
the woman caught in adultery, "Go, and do not sin again," should
encourage us.

When these qualities are reflected in our hearts, we too will
be strengthened in our attempts to overcome sin by the power of
God in us.

Friends, many times in our lives, we have been caught in
different forms of sinfulness by Jesus. Let us open our hearts to
Jesus so that we might know him more intimately, love him fully,
and follow him more faithfully. We will find that the same power
that freed Jesus from the grave will strengthen and free us from our
sinful patterns and enable us to walk faithfully with him. And, don't
forget his words as you go, "Go, and do not sin again."

“Did You Know?” by Deacon Michael Weaver

Last Week’s Question: What is the subject of Pope
Francis’ new apostolic constitution, Praedicate evange-
lium, issued by the Vatican on March 19™ of this year?

Answer: The document is intended to reform the
structure and operation of the Roman Curia, the central
body through which the administrative affairs of the
Catholic Church are  conducted, in particular by creat-
ing, combining, or eliminating various

“dicasteries” (departments) within the Curia.

Of particular note is Pope Francis’ decision to allow
baptized lay Catholics, men and women, to be appoint-
ed to head specific dicasteries or other bodies of the Ro-
man Curia. The constitution says the role of Catholic
laity in taking part in the governing of the Roman Curia
is "essential" due to their familiarity with family life
and "social reality".

Next Week’s Question: In the rites of the Anglican
and Episcopal Churches for Holy Week, Holy Thursday
is called “Maundy Thursday”. What does ‘“Maundy”
refer to?
