Fifth Sunday of Lent 

“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by 
our common faith in Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, 

and love one another as God loves us.” 

  
 Today’s Gospel from John is familiar. We see Our Lord’ com-
passion for the woman brought to him charged as a sinner. We see 
how he challenges the Pharisees and Scribes to look into their own 
hearts before passing judgment.  
 It is so easy for us to see the sliver in someone else’s eye. I 
wonder, if by seeing the faults of others it makes us feel less guilty 
or even self-righteous.  
 Our Lord uses this encounter to show us that we are not to 
judge. God is our final judge and as Fr. Exse put it recently in his 
Homily, God doesn’t need our help.  
 As we try to live this time of Lent in a spirit of repentance and 
self-sacrifice, it is also a time set aside to prepare ourselves to cele-
brate the Paschal Mystery. This is the mystery of God’s love set 
aside in three special days, our Holy Week. A time to remember in a 
special way and give thanks for the suffering, death and resurrection 
of Jesus who is the Christ, sent by the Father as our Redeemer.  
 As we leave, let us find hope in the closing words of our   
Gospel, “Neither do I condemn you. Go, and sin no more.”  
 If you are at the 8:30 Mass, you will notice a different Gospel. 
In this Gospel, John gives the account of how Jesus raised his friend 
Lazarus from the dead. An act of compassion and love. He uses this 
to give Glory to God and to prepare us for the power of God’s love 
and His own Resurrection.  
 This Gospel is chosen especially for our RCIA Elect and Can-
didates. This Sunday is a time especially for them, a time for what is 
called the “Scrutiny’s.” These are given during the last few weeks 
before Easter. At the Easter Vigil Mass, the Elect will be Baptized, 
they will all receive the Sacraments of Initiation and be invited into 
the Full Communion with the church. It is a time of serious reflec-
tion on their part, and a time for us as a church to take seriously our 
part in knowing who they are and preparing ourselves to welcome 
them as members of the church, the Body of Christ.
