Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by 
our common faith in Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, 

and love one another as God loves us.” 

 Throughout human history, stories abound of people who be-
lieved in a greater cause, a cause larger than themselves, a belief in 
something so strong they were willing to sacrifice for it.  One of these 
stories, is the story of a man named Abraham. Abraham is the embodi-
ment of faith. Abraham left his home and willingly lived a simple life to 
achieve Godôs will. His faith was so strong that he himself was prepared 
to sacrifice his son Isaac, his own flesh and blood.  
 
 ñBy faith Abraham obeyed when he was called to go out to a 
place that he was to receive as an inheritance; he went out, not knowing 
where he was to go.ò  ñBy faith he sojourned in the promised land as in a 
foreign country, dwelling in tentsé.ò  
 
 ñBy faith Abraham, when put to the test, offered up his son Isaac 
[as a sacrifice]...He reasoned that God was able to raise even from the 
dead, and he received Isaac back as a symbol.ò For Abraham, his son 
Isaac became a sign of hope. 
 
 But, what exactly is faith? In todayôs second reading from the Let-
ter to the Hebrews, we are told that ñFaith is the realization of what is 
hoped for and evidence of things not seen.ò Hebrews 11:1 
 
 Abraham was a strong individual who believed in a much bigger 
cause, bigger than himself.  He was a man of faith.  He believed in God. 
He believed that God would provide for him and for his descendants.  
His faith ñis the realization of what is hoped for and evidence of things 
not seen.ò 
  
 The gospel of Luke reminds us that ñ...Much will be required of 
the person entrusted with much, and still more will be demanded of the 
person entrusted with more.ò Luke 13: 48 
 
 Each of us is entrusted with time, talent, and treasure. Each of us 
is a steward of Godôs gifts.  
 
 As stewards of Godôs gifts, when we review how we spend our 
time, how much of our time is devoted to faith-building activities? As we  
think about our talents, where do we spend most of our talents? When 
we review our personal finances, how much are we willing to spend on 
faith-formation or faith-building activities? 
 
 Today, let us ask ourselves, ñWhere are we in our faith?ò

 TodayΩs gospel instructs that those servants whom the 
master finds vigilant upon his arrival and doing His will are re-
warded handsomely.  Similarly, in the workplace, you are known 
more for what you do and what you achieve.  Your reputation is 
often built either around productivity or the lack of it.  Years of 
productivity in an industry can allow you to own the number one 
position.   
 
 Paul prayed that άyou would live a life worthy of the Lord 
and please him in every way:  bearing fruit in every good work, 
growing in the knowledge of the Kingdom of God.έ 
 
Stewardship Challenge:  Do your actions line up with the position 
God desires for your life?  Are you modeling the fruits of the Holy 
Spirit in all aspects of your life? 
 
 

Answer:  The title of άGod-Bearerέ (ñtheotokosò) was given to Our 
Blessed Mother by the Council of Ephesus in the 5th Century as an 
answer to those who argued that MaryΩs part in GodΩs Salvation 
Plan should be restricted to her role as the mother of Christ's hu-
manity only and not His divine nature. The Council decreed that 
she was the Mother of Jesus, true Man and true God.
