This Week’s Sunday Readings – August 15, 2021

Last Week’s Question:  Why does the priest/celebrant drop a 
small piece of host into the chalice just before receiving the 
Eucharist? 
 
Answer:  There is both a liturgical reason and a historical rea-
son for this action. The liturgical symbolism of this act points to 
the unity of the body and blood of Jesus, as both host and con-
secrated wine contain the whole presence of Jesus. The action 
also has roots in the Early Church and a custom that was 
meant to signify unity with the pope and local bishop. As a sign 
and pledge of ecclesiastical Communion and unity, Popes and 
bishops sent to other bishops, or priests too, parts of Conse-
crated Hosts, called fermentum, which the recipients dropped 
into the chalice and consumed. This custom existed in Rome 
until about the ninth century. (https://aleteia.org/2020/01/16/
why-does-the-priest-drop-a-piece-of-the-host-into-the-
chalice/) 

Next Week’s Question:   What should a person do if a Host 
they are receiving at Communion is accidentally dropped?

Catholic Charities Hawaii takes great pride in its long 

history in the Hawaiian islands, going back to 1859 

when the Catholic Women’s Aid Society assisted immigrant plantation workers 

and in 1921 when laymen formed the Columbus Welfare Association (CWA) to 

promote activities for the general welfare of the Catholic community in Hawaii. 

In 1940s, Bishop James J. Sweeney reorganized CWA into Catholic Charities. Rec-

ognizing the need for social services due to the impact of WWII on families and 

children, Bishop Sweeney invited several Maryknoll sisters, including Sr. Victoria 

Francis MM, a pioneer in modern social work, to Honolulu. They provided services 

for orphanages on Maui and Oahu, placing children in foster or adoptive homes, 

and offering family counseling. 

 After many years of helping countless people in need, Catholic Charities was 

renamed Catholic Charities Hawaii in 2001 to accurately represent the organiza-

tion’s statewide and local presence.   

 Today, Catholic Charities Hawaii is one of the largest social services agen-

cies in Hawaii with approximately 30 programs statewide, helping countless peo-

ple.
