“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in 
Jesus Christ.

Jesus had just delivered a central teaching to the people   

concerning the gift of his body and blood as a source of life to all 

Christians. They are necessary in both our spiritual and physical 

lives. Yet, even Jesus’ own disciples found the teaching hard to     

understand, and even harder to accept. 

 

John tells us that some of those who listened to Jesus turned 

away at this and stopped following him. As a consequence, they re-

ceived nothing more from him. However, those whose minds were 

open to God, were able to receive the promise of eternal life, even 

though their understanding of his words remained incomplete. 

 

Brothers and sisters, even until now, no one has a perfect   

understanding or a complete idea about the teaching of the Holy 

Eucharist. But, how can we explain the great number of the faithful 

who are still coming to Mass? For sure, the Mass impacts and       

inspires each of us in our own unique way.  

 

Although we may not comprehend everything about Jesus’ 

teachings, Peter’s answer sheds light on exactly why we should    

follow Jesus. When Jesus asks the apostles, “Do you also want to 

leave?” It is Peter who responds, “Lord, to whom shall we go? You 

have the words of eternal life….”

Last Week’s Question:  What should a person do if a Host they 
are receiving at Communion is accidentally dropped? 
Answer:  According to the General Instruction of the Roman 
Missal (GIRM#280): 

“If a host or any particle should fall, it is to be picked up rever-
ently right away and consumed either by the person who 
dropped it or the priest/deacon/lay minister. It should be veri-
fied that no particles are on the floor. If there are visible parti-
cles that cannot be picked up, then a linen purificator should 
be placed over the area where the host fell. After the Mass, 
the area should be cleaned with water and a purificator.” 

Next Week’s Question:   What is the difference between a 
Pharisee and a Sadducee?

Catholic Charities Hawaii takes great pride in its long 

history in the Hawaiian islands, going back to 1859 

when the Catholic Women’s Aid Society assisted im-

migrant plantation workers and in 1921 when lay-

men formed the Columbus Welfare Association 

(CWA) to promote activities for the general welfare 

of the Catholic community in Hawaii. In 1940s, Bish-

op James J. Sweeney reorganized CWA into Catholic 

Charities. Recognizing the need for social services 

due to the impact of WWII on families and children, 

Bishop Sweeney invited several Maryknoll sisters, 

including Sr. Victoria Francis MM, a pioneer in mod-

ern social work, to Honolulu. They provided services 

for orphanages on Maui and Oahu, placing children 

in foster or adoptive homes, and offering family 

counseling. 

 After many years of helping countless people 

in need, Catholic Charities was renamed Catholic 

Charities Hawaii in 2001 to accurately represent the 

organization’s statewide and local presence.   

 Today, Catholic Charities Hawaii is one of the 

largest social services agencies in Hawaii with ap-

proximately 30 programs statewide, helping count-

less people.
