“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in 
Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and to love one    

another as God loves us.” 

 We may ask this question - Of all the apostles, why did Jesus       
select Peter to be the foundation of His church? In my reflection, I 
believe there are two reasons for this. 
 First, Peter was chosen not because of his superior qualities 
but because of God’s grace and it was because of God’s goodness. 
And, Peter had shown openness to God’s grace and gift. He was so 
receptive to the ways and the will of God. He was commissioned to 
lead the church not because of his virtue, or his inner strength or 
his intellectual capacity, but it was because Jesus, himself, believed 
in Peter.  Just as he did to Peter, God is also calling us to do some-
thing special for him. God has a specific plan for each of us. And, 
with God’s grace we can do all those things. 
 Second, Peter was chosen because of his profession of faith. 
Peter admitted and accepted that Jesus was the Messiah, the Son of 
the living God. It was not out of what he had heard from others but 
it was out of his personal conviction, his personal discovery of Jesus.  
Now, like Peter, let us not play with words , let us not invent words 
just to please our friends nor spread offensive and negative words 
against those whom we dislike, but instead we should be honest, 
truthful and tactful with our words. 
 If Jesus would ask you, who do people say that the son of 
man is? Remember Jesus is asking us for an answer founded in our 
up close and personal experience with him. 
 Brothers and sisters, Jesus may choose us to be his trusted 
disciples provided we possess these two important attitudes that is 
being open to his grace and having steadfast faith.  Like Peter, God 
is calling each of us to do something special for him.  And, with 
God’s grace, everything is possible.

Last Week’s Question:  According to the official teaching of 
the US Conference of Catholic Bishops in their document 
Forming Consciences for Faithful Citizenship, can a Catholic 
vote for a candidate who favors a policy that promotes an in-
trinsically evil act such as abortion or the death penalty?
Answer:  Yes, you can vote for that candidate, under certain 
conditions. Sec. 35 of the 2020 USCCB publication states the 
following: 

“A Catholic cannot vote for a candidate who favors a policy 
promoting an intrinsically evil act …if the voter’s intent is to 
support that position. At the same time, a voter should not use a 
candidate’s opposition to an intrinsic evil to justify indifference 
or inattentiveness to other important moral issues involving 
human life and dignity. There may be times when a Catholic 
who rejects a candidate’s unacceptable position even on poli-
cies promoting an intrinsically evil act may reasonably decide 
to vote for that candidate for other morally grave reasons.” 

Next Week’s Question:  What saint and pope was the son of a 
Roman senator and, before entering a monastery, was appoint-
ed as Prefect of Rome, the highest civil office in the city, when 
only thirty-three years old.

 While we often think of pregnancy as 
culminating in the birth of child, we know that 
the journey is only just beginning. While moth-
erhood brings with it many joys and blessings, 
it also involves challenges and difficulties.  In 
raising their children and dedicating them-
selves to their families, mothers participate in 
a type of òdaily heroism,ó one for which they 
òdo not always find support in the world around 
themó (EV 86). Providing and caring for chil-
dren as a single mother includes additional 
hardships.  

 Sadly, today, one in four children are 
being raised without a father. Certainly, there 
are many reasons this might occur in any given 
circumstance. However, it is also true that in a 
culture that largely rejects the Churchõs 
teachings on marriage, life, and sexuality, wom-
en and their children are often disproportion-
ately impacted.  

 It was Pope Paul VI in Humanae vitae 
who warned that, òa man who grows accus-
tomed to the use of contraceptive methods 
may forget the reverence due to a woman... no 
longer considering her as his partner whom he 
should surround with care and affectionó (HV 
17).   

 In the midst of this reality, the Church 
is called to be a beacon of light, hope, and sup-
port. May we respond to this call, individually 
and communally, to surround mothers with as-
sistance and support as they lovingly care for 
their children.

is weak or marginalized.ȷ (usccb.org) Life 
is a sacred gift, beginning at conception.
