“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in 
Jesus Christ.

Be doers of the word and not hearers only. For if anyone is a hearer of the word 
and not a doer, he is like a man who looks at his own face in a mirror. He sees 

himself, then goes off and promptly forgets what he looked like.                  
James 1:22-24 

 We often forget that the Gospel is not a tool by which we measure the 
actions of others. Rather, the Gospel is a mirror by which we judge ourselves. It 
takes courage to look in the mirror and even greater courage to change what 
we see. But unless we are willing to realize that the only person we can change 
is ourselves and unless we are willing to start making those changes, we waste 
our lives and hardly contribute to the building up of the reign of God in our 
world. 
 The wonderful Catholic novelist Walker Percy once wrote that “You can 
get all A's and still flunk life.” Jesus, in a similar way, says to the Pharisees, “You 
get all A’s in keeping the commandments as you understand them, but you 
flunked life”. The Pharisees had lost their focus on what the true essence of 
The Law was - a Covenant based on a loving relationship between God and His 
People. 
 But before we jump all over the Pharisees and the others of their time 
who challenged Jesus, perhaps we need to each ask ourselves “What grade 
would Jesus give us?” Do we in some ways get all A’s but flunk life. Are we so 
caught up in a strict observance of a multitude of rules that we fail to seek out 
and celebrate this wonderful relationship that we have with God? If the Eucha-
rist is for us more about details and ceremony than about the joyful celebra-
tion of God’s love, then our religious experience becomes more pharisaic than 
Christian. 
 Luckily for us, The Teacher who gives us a final grade, like all good 
teachers, never gives up on us. This Teacher is eternally patient, eternally lov-
ing. This Teacher does not want us to fail. In fact, this Teacher has shown us 
convincingly that He will make any sacrifice, even the Ultimate Sacrifice, so 
that we can re-discover and enjoy the loving relationship that His Father prom-
ised to our ancestors in faith so long ago and which He continually offers to us 
every moment of our lives.

Last Week’s Question:  What is the difference between a Phar-
isee and a Sadducee? 
Answer:  Both the Pharisees and Sadducees were religious 
leaders of the Jewish people during Jesus' lifetime, and each 
held a lot of power and influence over not just the religious 
lives of the Jewish people, but their finances, their work habits, 
their family lives, and more. Neither the Pharisees nor the Sad-
ducees were priests. They did not take part in the actual run-
ning of the temple, the offering of sacrifices, or the administra-
tion of other religious duties. Instead, both the Pharisees and 
Sadducees were "experts in the law". The main difference be-
tween the Pharisees and the Sadducees was their differing 
opinions on the supernatural aspects of religion. To put things 
simply, the Pharisees believed in the supernatural (angels, de-
mons, heaven, hell, etc.), while the Sadducees, who denied any 
idea of an afterlife, did not. 

Next Week’s Question:   In the Gospel for Sunday, Sept. 5th 
(Mark 7:31-37), Jesus travels into the district of the Decapolis. 
Where was that and why was this an important step in His 
ministry?
