My dear brothers and sisters, 

Peace! 
Whenever I’m stressed, I love to eat. It’s no wonder I gained weight during this 
difficult time no matter how hard I exercised.  
 
Our Scripture readings on this 18th Sunday in Ordinary time, reveal how the 
Lord God takes care of us and feeds us. In the first reading, Isaiah 55:1-3, God 
invites those who are hungry and thirsty to come eat and drink without paying 
and without cost. The Responsorial Psalm tells us that the Lord not only feeds 
us but also answers all our needs.  
 
(‘The hand of the lord feeds us; and answers all our needs.’) St. Paul in his letter 
to the Romans (the second reading) affirms what the prophet Isaiah and the 
Psalm claimed. Thus, he strongly proclaims that nothing can separate us from 
the love of Christ. Jesus in the gospel feeds the hungry crowd. He multiplies the 
five loaves and two fish. 
 
Jesus must have been very distressed when he heard that John the Baptist was 
martyred. Yet, He was selfless that even in a time of personal distress he 
reached out to those who are in need. He fed them. 
 
Brothers and sisters, Jesus’ miracle of the loaves and fish, which responded to 
the physical hunger of the crowd, foreshadows his miracle at the Last Supper 
when he shared himself in the Eucharist. He satisfied the spiritual hunger of his 
apostles. 
 
In this time of distress let us not forget God’s love and goodness. If you have 
the tendency to stress-eat, convert that desire for the Holy Eucharist!

 While we often think of pregnancy as 
culminating in the birth of child, we know that 
the journey is only just beginning. While moth-
erhood brings with it many joys and blessings, 
it also involves challenges and difficulties.  In 
raising their children and dedicating them-
selves to their families, mothers participate in 
a type of òdaily heroism,ó one for which they 
òdo not always find support in the world around 
themó (EV 86). Providing and caring for chil-
dren as a single mother includes additional 
hardships.  

 Sadly, today, one in four children are 
being raised without a father. Certainly, there 
are many reasons this might occur in any given 
circumstance. However, it is also true that in a 
culture that largely rejects the Churchõs 
teachings on marriage, life, and sexuality, wom-
en and their children are often disproportion-
ately impacted.  

 It was Pope Paul VI in Humanae vitae 
who warned that, òa man who grows accus-
tomed to the use of contraceptive methods 
may forget the reverence due to a woman... no 
longer considering her as his partner whom he 
should surround with care and affectionó (HV 
17).   

 In the midst of this reality, the Church 
is called to be a beacon of light, hope, and sup-
port. May we respond to this call, individually 
and communally, to surround mothers with as-
sistance and support as they lovingly care for 
their children.

ception. 
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 We encourage all citizens, particu-

larly Catholics, to embrace their citizen-

ship not merely as a duty and privilege, 

but as an opportunity meaningfully to 

participate in building the culture of life.  

 Every act of responsible citizen-

ship is an exercise of significant individu-

al power. We must exercise that power 

in ways that defend human life, especial-

ly those of God's children who are un-

born, disabled or otherwise vulnerable. 

 ...we urge our fellow citizens to see 

beyond party politics, to analyze cam-

paign rhetoric critically and to choose 

their political leaders according to princi-

ple, not party affiliation or mere self-

interest.

What is conscience and how is it formed? 
Why does the Church teach about public policy    
issues? What are my voting responsibilities as a 
Catholic? 
 By our baptism, Catholics are committed to 
following Jesus Christ and to being “salt for the 
earth, light for the nations.” The Catechism of the 
Catholic Church tells us that it is every person’s    
responsibility to participate in promoting the com-
mon good and, as far as possible, we should all take 
an active part in public life. To assist you and your 
family in fulfilling this task in this election year of 
2020, our nation’s Catholic bishops have developed 
CƻǊƳƛƴƎ /ƻƴǎŎƛŜƴŎŜǎ ŦƻǊ CŀƛǘƘŦǳƭ /ƛǝȊŜƴǎƘƛǇ. It is 
designed to help Catholics understand the            
importance of forming our consciences around the 
basic principles and moral framework of Catholic 
social doctrine. While other Catholic organizations 
have produced their own versions of this topic, this 
document is the OFFICIAL teaching of the Church in 
the United States on the issues of voting and the 
proper formation of our consciences in making the 
vital choices needed for our nation’s moral and civic 
health.

Catholics must form their consciences by Church teaching  

As Catholics, we have the benefit of the Church's teaching authority or Magisterium       
endowed upon her by Christ. The Magisterium assists you and all people of good will in 
understanding the natural moral law as it relates to specific issues. As Catholics, we have 
the obligation to be correctly informed and normed by the teaching of the Church's Magis-
terium. 

  
 Our conscience is the voice of truth that is within us, and our opinions need to be in harmony with that 
truth. This is the goal of correctly informing and properly forming our conscience. As we prepare to vote for 
elected officials, let us examine the Catechism of the Catholic Church 1706. By his reason, man recognizes 
the voice of God which urges him "to do what is good and avoid what is evil." Everyone is obliged to follow 
this law, which makes itself heard in conscience and is fulfilled in the love of God and of neighbor. Living a 
moral life bears witness to the dignity of the person. (www.ewtn.com/vote/general-moral-principles.asp) 
 
 Fr. Stephen F. Torraco addresses several questions to help inform us as we discern how to vote in elec-
tions. For example, “If I have strong feelings or opinions in favor of a particular candidate, even if he is pro-
abortion, why may I not vote for him?"  According to Fr. Torraco, neither your feelings nor your opinions can 
take the place of your conscience. Your feelings and opinions should be governed by your conscience. If the 
candidate about whom you have strong feelings or opinions is pro-abortion, then your feelings and opinions 
need to be corrected by your correctly informed conscience, which would tell you that it is wrong for you to 
allow your feelings and opinions to give lesser weight to the fact that the candidate supports a moral evil [such
