Twenty-second Sunday in Ordinary Time
“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in
Jesus Christ. Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and to love one
another as God loves us.”

We hear in our Gospel that familiar passage when Jesus tells his disci-
ples and he tells us. “If a man wishes to come after me, he must deny his very
self, take up his cross and follow in my footsteps.”

The words “follow in my footsteps” took on a deeper meaning for me
last January on my Pilgrimage to Israel. It was on our last day when in Jerusa-
lem we started out early in the morning at what is believed to be the place of
Pilate's Praetorium and walked the via Dolorosa, following the very footsteps of
Jesus to Golgotha. Along the way was marked the Stations of the Cross and
those events that happened on his final journey to his crucifixion. It was a long
hard walk, uphill most of the way. I could imagine how much our Lord must
have suffered, how tired he must have been after being beaten and scourged the
night before. It is no wonder that he fell under the weight of his cross.

It reminded me of the times I have felt crushed by life’s burdens and of
those who by word or deed helped pick me up. It gave me the courage and hope
to carry on. I can imagine those bystanders along the way and at Calvary who
mocked Jesus and became aware of the times I have been hurt by the words of
others.

What stands out in my mind is the place where Simon of Cyrene was
called forward by the Romans to help Jesus carry his cross. It has left me with
the importance and the example of Simon’s act of self-giving.

One of the ways we live up to the words in our gospel are those times
like Simon we help others carry their cross and we help them with their burden.
Also, the times we console those going through persecution or injustice. The
way we die to ourselves and become aware of the hardships and suffering
around us is how we live out today's Gospel message.

Yes! That day on the via Dolorosa stands out in my mind and has helped
me understand in a deeper way the meaning and challenge of today's passage.

Answer: Pope Gregory the Great, whose feast day is Septem-
ber 3", used his administrative background to create the first
relief programs for the poor and homeless in Rome. He is
known as the creator of what has come to be known as
“Gregorian Chant”, part of his overall efforts to reform the lit-
urgy of The Church. At his funeral, the crowd in St. Peter’s
Square began to chant “Santo Subito!” (“Sainthood now!”’) and
he was declared a saint shortly thereafter, one of the few saints

to be canonized in that manner.
