Eighteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by 
our common faith in Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, 

and love one another as God loves us.” 

 In the ñParable of the Rich Fool,ò Jesus reminds us to be rich in what 
matters to God. He asks us to be on guard against all kinds of greed. 
  The rich man in the parable did a great job in taking care of his land that 
is why he had a bountiful harvest. It was not mentioned that he acquired his 
wealth unjustly and that he took advantage of others. What was obvious is his 
greediness. He had no intention of sharing his blessings with others. He thought 
and believed that his wealth was only for himself. He was only concerned of 
himself.  
 ñWhat am I to do? I do not have enough room to store my crops ... This 
is what I will do: I will pull down my barns and build bigger ones, and store all 
my grain and my goods in them, and I will say to myself: you have plenty of 
good things laid by for many years to come; take things easy, eat, drink, have a 
good time.ò (Even the word ñyouò which is used only once is directed to him-
self).   
 He was not mindful of others. He did not think about sharing with others 
or even helping others. He did not think his life could end anytime soon. The 
thought of not being able to take his worldly possessions with him when he died 
is something he did not even think about. 
 All that we have is a gift from God and they are meant to be shared.  
As Saint Thomas Aquinas said, ñMan should not consider his material posses-
sion his own, but as common to all, so as to share them without hesitation when 
others are in need.ò  
 We received countless blessings from God and so we ought to give Him 
thanks. The very expression of this gratitude is through giving and sharing. We 
must share not only from our extra but even from our needs.  
As good stewards, we should give according to our capacity.  
 I thank you all for your unceasing support and generosity to our Parish. 
May God reward you a hundredfold!

Last WeekΩs Question:   Every Sunday at Mass, when we pray the 
Creed, we say the following: άGod from God, Light from Light, true 
God from true God, begotten, not made, consubstantial with the 
Father.έ What does it mean to say that Jesus is άconsubstantialέ 
with the Father? 

Ask...The Stewards 
What Makes Life Meaningful?    Life makes sense only if we can 
also relate it to lasting values. Sunday's Gospel  says "take care 
and guard against all greed for though one may be rich, one's life 
does not consist of possessions. . . Thus will it be for all who store 
up treasure for themselves, but are not rich in what matters to 
God." If we only seek valuable things such as money, we will nev-
er be fully satisfied as such things will not impart lasting happi-
ness! 
 Life is meaningful insofar as it is linked to others:  fellow 
human beings and ultimately God in Christ Jesus.  Think of people 
who have meant something to you in the past.  These peo-
ple... parents, teachers, sisters, brothers, friends, partners in mar-
riage, and finally Jesus Christ himself, have all contributed to 
whatever you are now as a person! 
 The lesson for the future is to keep building connections 
with others.  In love, in friendship, and in our relationships, do not 
overlook your most important relationship—Your relationship 
with God and with Jesus Christ through prayerful Bible reading, 
and regular worship with our fellow parishioners. 

Answer:  Before the latest translation of the Roman Missal came 
out in 2011, the last part of the phrase above read “one in Being 
with the Father”, denoting that God the Father and God the Son 
were one and the same. In keeping with the decision to make the 
Missal more accurate in its translation from the original Latin, the 
word “consubstantialέ replaced “one in Being.” The idea of the 
Father and Son being consubstantial is one of the ways that the 
early Church answered against heresies about who Jesus was. 
When some wanted to say that Jesus was not fully human or was 
not fully God, or when others did not believe that He was eternal, 
the Church professed the belief that Jesus and the Father are One 
God of the same substance.
