Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in
Jesus Christ. Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and to love one

another as God loves us.”

Our Gospel this weekend continues the “Bread of Life Discourses” from
John’s Gospel, in which Jesus states emphatically that He IS The Bread of Life
sent down from Heaven. As Catholics, it is vital that we accept the “Real Pres-
ence” of Jesus in the Holy Eucharist. This bread and wine that we consume at
Mass is not merely a symbol of the Real Presence. IT IS THE REAL PRESENCE.

Transubstantiation — the idea that during Mass, the bread and wine
used for Communion become the body and blood of Jesus Christ — is central to
the Catholic faith. Indeed, the Catholic Church teaches that the Eucharist is
‘the source and summit of the Christian life.”” Based on sound tradition and
the centuries-long teaching of the Magisterium, the Roman Catholic Church
has consistently held fast to the belief in the Real Presence. The Catechism of
the Catholic Church states: “The mode of Christ's presence under the Eucharis-
tic species is unique. It raises the Eucharist above all the other sacraments as
the perfection of the spiritual life and the end to which all sacraments tend." In
this most blessed Sacrament of the Eucharist "the Body and Blood, together
with the soul and Divinity, of our Lord Jesus Christ and, therefore, the whole
Christ, is truly, really, and substantially contained" (CCC #1374). This doctrine is
based upon the words of Jesus Himself when He instituted the Eucharist. Jesus
took the bread and said, “This is my body” (Mt 26:26), and He took the cup
filled with wine and said, “This is my blood” (Mt 26:28).

The presence of Christ in the Eucharist is more than just a belief. It is an
experienced reality. Explanations such as transubstantiation were never just
about beliefs. They were always about the experience of real presence. They
were attempts to explain something that is real and experienced as such. We
accept and believe what Jesus said as a matter of faith. There is no scientific
evidence, definite proof, or factual explanation. We take Jesus at His word
because He is truth (Jn 14:6), He came into the world to testify to the truth
(Jn 18:37), and the words that He spoke are spirit and life (Jn 6:63).

St. Cyril of Alexandria wrote, “Do not doubt whether
this is true, but rather receive the words of the Savior
in faith, for since He is truth, He cannot lie.”

Last Week’s Question: What saint received his First Commun-
ion at the age of 13 in a neighbor’s kitchen with the windows
covered up so no light would shine out, and later, as a young
man, went into hiding for fourteen months for the crime of
desertion from the French army, using the alias of “Jerome
Vincent”, often hiding in barns and under haystacks?

Answer: “Jerome Vincent” was really “Jean-Baptiste-Marie
Vianney”, the patron saint of parish priests. Growing up during
the French Revolution, when Catholicism was outlawed,

St. John Vianney had to receive the sacraments in secret, and,
later, when clergy were being forced to join the French Army,
he chose to risk his life on the run rather than be compelled
into military service in violation of his vows.

Why does the priest/celebrant drop a small piece of host into
the chalice just before receiving the Eucharist?
