Third Sunday of Advent 

“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought 
together by our faith in Jesus Christ.

We are already in the Third Sunday of Advent, also known as 
GAUDETE SUNDAY, which means SUNDAY OF REJOICING. 
Upon thinking of what we are undergoing at the present moment, 
maybe we can ask this question:  Do we really have a reason to     
rejoice? And the answer is YES, of course! 

 
Our first reading today tells us about joy and happiness       

because the Lord will come and liberate his people. The mighty  
Savior is in the midst of his people, he has removed the judgment 
and will renew them in his love. Paul also in our second reading to-
day, even though he was in prison and despite all the hardships he 
endured he was able to write and say: “Rejoice in the Lord always.” 

 
Friends, amidst all the hardships that we have been experienc-

ing, still we all have a reason to rejoice especially in this particular 
season of our faith.  The motive of rejoicing during this advent is the 
NEARNESS of the coming of the Lord.  Because for those who try 
to live a life of faith, coming of the Lord is truly a cause for rejoic-
ing because redemption and liberation is at hand. Along with the   
admonition to rejoice are other admonitions which have their roots 
in the imminent coming of the Lord: to be unselfish, to dismiss   
anxieties, to pray.  

 
So, “What then should we do?” in order to be ready for the 

coming of the Lord? John the Baptist in our Gospel today gives us 
an excellent answer, it is like saying BE JUST AND LOVE YOUR 
NEIGHBOR. For all these will lead to the experience of God’s 
peace which in turn will make us look for-
ward  to the unending peace and joy when 
the Lord will come. 

 
The Third Sunday of Advent is truly 

a Sunday of great joy for the liberation 
brought about by Jesus Christ who is so 
near.
