“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in
Jesus Christ.

The third Sunday of Advent is also called Gaudete Sunday
(Rejoice Sunday). We will learn two lessons from the testimony of
John in today’s gospel. The first is acceptance. John accepts that he
is merely a witness. His role is to give testimony and to point to
someone who is greater than he.

John does not create a scene. He does not compete with
Jesus for the people’s attention. His is the simple task of leading
them to Jesus. He introduces Jesus to them. By being faithful to his
role, he exalts the Promised Messiah.

Let us accept that it is God who helps us succeed and achieve
our goals. Let us accept that we need him because our strength is
limited. Let us accept that we have to bear witness to him and his
goodness. So let us show our gratitude to him.

The second is affirmation. God’s generosity is boundless.
From him comes all the goals and beautiful things in our life. God
wills what is best for us. For all this, God must be thanked and
praised.

Let not joy keep us from showing our gratitude to God. Let
not fame lead us to forget God. To show our gratitude to God is to
share his words with others. To affirm God’s presence in our life is
to lead people to see God’s compassion and wisdom in our actions.
To affirm God’s goodness is to share with others what he has done

for us.

Answer: They are known as the “O Antiphons”, and the Ro-
man Catholic Church has been singing them since at least the
eighth century. These antiphons introduce the Magnificat, or
Canticle of Mary, at Evening Prayer from the Liturgy of the
Hours, from December 17th through December 23rd. Each of
them begins with a traditional title for Christ: “O Wisdom," "O
Sacred Lord,"” "O Flower of Jesse's Stem," "O Key of David,"
"O Radiant Dawn," "O King of All the Nations," and finally, "O

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John 1:6-8, 19-28

A man named John was sent from God. He came for testimony, to testify to the light, so
that all might believe through him. He was not the light, but came to testify to the light. And
this 1s the testimony of John. When the Jews from Jerusalem sent priests and Levites to him to
ask him, “Who are you?” He admitted and did not deny it, but admitted, “I am not the Christ.”
So they asked him, “What are you then? Are you Elijah?” And he said, “I am not.” “Are you
the Prophet?” He answered, “No.” So they said to him, “Who are you, so we can give an an-
swer to those who sent us? What do you have to say for yourself?”” He said, “I am the voice of
one crying out in the desert, ‘make straight the way of the Lord,”” as Isaiah the prophet said.”
Some Pharisees were also sent. They asked him, “Why then do you baptize if you are not the
Christ or Elijah or the Prophet?”

John answered them, ““I baptize with water; but there is one among you whom you do
not recognize, the one who is coming after me, whose sandal strap I am not worthy to untie.”

Friends, in today’s Gospel, we are told of a man named John who “was sent from God.”
The Baptist came, the Gospel writer tells us, “for testimony, to testify to the light” - for he was
not, himself, the light.

From time immemorial, God has sent messengers, spokespersons. Think of all of the
prophets and patriarchs of Israel, indeed of every sage, philosopher, artist, or poet who has
communicated something of God’s truth and beauty. All of these could be characterized as
witnesses to the light.

The point is that the one to whom the Baptist bears witness is someone qualitatively
different—mnot one more bearer of the Word, however impressive, but the Word himself.

What is being held off here is the tendency-as prevalent today as in the ancient world-to
domesticate Jesus and turn him into one more in a long line of prophets and seers.

Reflect: What is different about Jesus that sets him apart from just another
teacher, prophet, or seer?
