It calls us to look forward with joy when Jesus returns in all His Glory to gather 
all the elect. 

Being a part of the People of God, being a part of our worshipping community 
with a desire to follow GodΩs will, and placing our faith and trust in Jesus as our 
Redeemer makes us one of the elect. 

In our second reading from St. PaulΩs letter to the Philippians we are told,

This is GodΩs will, this is what God wants for us, to share in His joy. 

My first response is, but, doesnΩt there always seem to be a άbutέ when God 
calls us to be what he wants us to be?  So, how do we  find joy when we are 
compelled to go through all of lifeΩs challenges, lifeΩs heartaches, and all the 
burdens and suffering that are a part of life. 

This reminds me of something I came across a long time ago. άLife is suffering, 
and suffering is living.έ If that is the case how can we find joy in life? 

First, we need to remember that we are made in GodΩs image and likeness with 
a spirit. God is spirit and when our spirit is one with God, as scripture says, άour 
joy is complete.έ  

To be one with God calls us to repent. Through repentance our spirit becomes 
alive, so God may come to us and we then live in the glory of GodΩs love. And 
nothing can separate us from that love.  

In repentance we experience GodΩs compassion and His mercy and are healed 
and made whole; living in the glow of GodΩs face.  

And, by constantly giving thanks, we stay one with God and share in His joy.

In today's Gospel, the crowds asked John the Baptist, What should 
we do?" He said to them in reply, "Whoever has two cloaks 
should share with the person who has none. And whoever has 
food should do likewise."  

This WEEK'S Stewardship Challenge:   
To that end, St. Francis counsels,  "Keep a clear eye toward life's 
end. Do not forget your purpose and destiny as God's creature. 
What you are in His sight is what you are and nothing more. Re-
member that when you leave this Earth, you can take with you 
nothing that you have received, but only what you have given: a 
full heart enriched by honest service, love, sacrifice, and courage. 
Embrace the God of us all and His Word wherever it surfaces.έ 

Answer:   St. John Paul II began a tradition early on in his papacy where he 
invited the children of Rome to assemble in St. PeterΩs Square on the Third Sun-
day of Advent during his Angelus address. He asked them to bring their little 
statue of the baby Jesus that would be placed in their Nativity set at home. 
John Paul II blessed the figurines of those present and told them to gather at 
home before the manger scene with their family in a spirit of prayer. Both Pope 
Benedict XVI and Pope Francis have continued the tradition, and in recent years 
it has started to expand to other places outside of Rome. It is a beautiful Advent 
tradition, one that sanctifies the home with the baby Jesus and makes His arri-
val in the manger scene an even more joyous event.

Queen Charlotte anchored off the coast of Kauai. That night, the shipΩs captain, 
George Dixon, threw a large dinner celebration, including a whole roast pig, for 
his crew. Why was this event significant in Hawaiian history?
