One of the things the “Visitation” does is bring me back to the
time when I was growing up. On Christmas morning after Mass, we
all prepared to go visit our grandparents, uncles, aunts, and close
friends. The thing I remember most is how at each house they had
gone to great effort to prepare a special Christmas treat or gift for
those who came to visit. On our way my brother and I would try to
guess what the special treat or gift was that we would find.

As we prepare for Christmas, try to think of something special
you can do as an offering to Jesus, our Savior, that special visitor

who came to be one with us so long ago.

Answer: The nativity fast is still practiced today by the
Eastern Orthodox Church and by Eastern-rite Catholics. It lasts
for 40 days — from Nov. 15 through Dec. 24 — and offers
Christians the opportunity to prepare for the feast of Christmas
by abstaining from certain food and drink — particularly from
meat, fish, dairy products, olive oil and wine — as well as by
focusing more on prayer and almsgiving, as a means of becom-
ing more conscious of our dependence on God.
