Fourth Sunday of Advent 

 
“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by 

our common faith in Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, 
and love one another as God loves us.” 

 In this last Sunday of Advent, let us reflect on the traits 
that we can learn from Joseph. He is very much a background 
figure in the infancy narrative of Jesus and yet, he is a real ad-
vent person because, in a truly humble and significant man-
ner, he prepares for the arrival of the Messiah into his life and 
into the world. 
 We know the ‘fiat’ of Mary. Despite confusion about the 
message of the angel, Mary accepted it. Joseph has ‘fiat’ also. 
His fiat is never expressed in words. He just puts them to fulfil-
ment. Surely, like Mary, Joseph also wonders about the an-
nouncement of the angel. Yet, Joseph never says a word nor 
questions it. Instead, he quietly does the will of God. He 
makes his dreams into realities. Many times he wakes up and 
does what was asked of him:  ‘take Mary your wife into your 
home’, ‘you are to name him Jesus’, ‘take the child and his 
mother and flee to Egypt’, ‘take the child and his mother and 
go to the land of Israel’ (Matthew chapter 1 and 2). Joseph 
speaks through actions. 
 Joseph, obviously, is a man of deep faith. He trusts God 
and discerns God’s will. He takes the great leap of faith into 
the unknown in a difficult and confusing situation. Even when 
it sometimes looks like God works in strange and mysterious 
ways, Joseph handles the situation well because of his deep, 
solid faith.  
 May we become more faithful to God and be like Jo-
seph, a person who puts his faith into action, a person of     
action! Have a blessed Christmas and a fruitful New Year!

We will host this rotation at Kailua Christian Church on Manono Street due to an electrical 

fire at Kellaway House.  After this rotation, we will return to the Methodist Church.  

 What We Do:  Assist employable families with children to obtain and transition to sustainable housing 

solutions. 

 How We Do It:  During the day, family members work, pursue employment, attend school, or  

enroll in job training.  The Family Promise Center provides access to phones, mail, fax, a copier, showers and 

laundry facilities.  The program provides transportation to and from the host sites and the Family Promise  

Center.  The host sites are local churches and other facilities that have a network of volunteers who provide  

dinner, overnight accommodations, and breakfast at the host church for one week at a time for families who 

are waiting to be placed in a home. 

 What We Need:  Our Parish will be providing volunteers, but we will use the Kailua Christian Church    

facility.  If you are interested in helping with tasks as simple as providing dinner for the families for one night, 

acting as chaperone, playing with the children while parents get other siblings showered and ready for bed, etc., 

please contact Becky Mia at 808-372-6278 or email:  pfretreat@gmail.com   Mahalo!
