On this last Sunday of the year, we celebrate the Feast of the
Holy Family. By celebrating the Feast of the Holy Family, the
Church gives us a model for all Christian families and invites us to
look to it for inspiration, example, and encouragement. In thinking
about this, though, you might find yourself saying “Well, they were
a perfect family. No problems. No worries. Kind of a tough act to
follow or to look at for inspiration.”

However, let’s think about this in a different light. No family
is free from trouble. The Holy Family was no different. They too had
their struggles. Joseph who was betrothed to Mary felt deceived
when he knew that Mary was already with child. Mary and Joseph
had no decent place to bring forth their child into the world. They
had to take the infant and flee to Egypt overnight and live in a for-
eign land. They lost the child in the temple, and they spent two days
agonizingly searching for him. At one point in Jesus’ ministry, we
are told that his family believed he was out of his mind and tried to
bring him home. Mary had to witness her son being crucified on the
cross, and then she was left to the care of a non-relative. Jesus,
Mary, and Joseph all had their share of struggles. But together, they
conquered their struggles through their faith and their trust in God.

We too can conquer every struggle in family life with our
faith and trust in God. Perhaps the words of St. Paul in our Second
Reading this weekend can be a source of guidance and support:

“Bear with one another. Forgive one another. Over all these, put on
love. Christ’s peace must reign in your hearts. Be thankful. Wives,
cherish your husbands. Husbands, love your wives. Children, obey
your parents in everything.”

What a home it would be to find all the qualities enumerated
by Paul! Why not allow it to be your home?

Answer: Located in the West Bank of the Palestinian
Territories, the chapel is built on the site of the spot
where tradition says The Holy Family stopped as they
left Bethlehem on their way to Egypt to escape King
Herod’s decree calling for the deaths of all male in-
fants. Its name is derived from the belief that they
stopped there briefly so that Mary could nurse the
Christ Child before they set out on their journey.
