Liturgical Year is underway. Beginning the Church’s liturgical year,     
Advent (from, “ad-venire” in Latin or “to come to”) is the season that    
encompasses the four Sundays (and weekdays) leading up to the      
celebration of Christmas. 

 The Advent season is a time of preparation that directs our hearts 
and minds to Christ’s second coming at the end of time and to the      
anniversary of Our Lord’s birth on Christmas. From the earliest days of 
the Church, people have been fascinated by Jesus’ promise to come 
back. But the scripture readings during Advent tell us not to waste our 
time with predictions. Advent is not about speculation. Our Advent read-
ings call us to be alert and ready, not weighted down and distracted by 
the cares of this world. Advent includes an element of penance in the 
sense of preparing, quieting, and disciplining our hearts for the full joy of

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Theme of the Week:  Love 

 The Birth of Christ:  The angel Gabriel was sent by God...to a virgin engaged to a man 
whose name was Joseph, of the house of David. The virgin’s name was Mary. And [the an-

gel]...said, “Greetings, favored one! The Lord is with you.” But she was much perplexed by his 
words...The angel said to her, “Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with God. 
And now, you will conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you will name him Jesus. He 
will be great, and will be called the Son of the Most High, and…[be given] the throne of his 

ancestor David. ...and of his kingdom there will be no end.” Mary said to the angel, “How can 
this be, since I am a virgin?” The angel said to her, “The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and 
the power of the Most High will overshadow you… For nothing will be impossible with God.” 

Then Mary said, “Here am I, the servant of the Lord; let it be with me according to your 
word.” Luke 1:26-35, 37-38 

  

 Mary showed her trust and love for God. Through this powerful 
Scripture passage, God invites Mary to be the mother of God. Not 
only did Mary need to trust God, but so too did Joseph, the earthly 
father of Jesus. They both experienced an amazing miracle from 
this ȶyesȷ to parent the Savior. Just think of Mary and Joseph when 
they ɤrst heard of the news that they would have this special    
baby, Jesus. They needed to trust that Godȴs plan was going to be 
wonderful, which it was, no matter how challenging it was at 
times.
