“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by 

our common faith in Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, 
and love one another as God loves us.” 

 Second Sunday of Advent 

 In our Gospel, Mathew paints a vivid picture of John the Baptist in the 

desert calling the Jewish people to “repent” and prepare for the coming of the 

Lord.  Every morning in the prayer of the Church, we pray the Canticle of Zach-

ariah.  It foretells the coming of “the One” who would prepare the way for the 

Promised Messiah. 

 Advent, like John the Baptist, is calling us to prepare for when Our Lord 

will return in all His glory as judge for all mankind.  And, it is a time for us to 

prepare to celebrate that special day when Jesus our Savior and Lord was born. 

 The way we prepare is by looking deep inside, examining our lives, be-

ing honest with ourselves and being sorry for our weaknesses, our failures, and 

our sins.  It is a time to seek God’s grace to move our hearts to be honest with 

ourselves and God so we may live in peace and harmony with God. 

 In our first reading the prophet Isaiah presents a time when the 

“promised Messiah” will come - a time when justice and peace will flourish.     

A time when the earth will be filled with the knowledge of the Lord.  He is 

speaking of a special kind of peace.  The kind of peace that comes from being 

honest with God and repenting for our sins, the kind of peace that comes from 

knowing it is by God’s grace that we are made right with God. 

 We cannot live in a way that pleases God on our own as it requires that 

we humble ourselves and seek God’s grace and are open to the Holy Spirit.   

 As the beloved hymn says, “Amazing grace how sweet the sound that 

save a wretch like me.”  Yes, it is by God’s grace that we are forgiven and made 

right with God.  So, when the day comes, we can look to it without fear and 

instead with joyful anticipation.

Last Week’s Question:  In the First Reading for the Sec-
ond Sunday of Advent, Isaiah says that “a shoot shall 
sprout from the stump of Jesse”. Who was Jesse? 

A Stewardship Moment 
This weekend’s Second Collection goes to the Retirement Fund for 
Religious.  Catholic sisters, brothers, and religious order priests—
known collectively as “women and men religious” have spent 
countless years helping people.  In the early and mid-twentieth 
centuries, the Church saw a surge in vocations to religious life in 
the U.S.  Since then, we have seen a decrease in those numbers. 
There are several ways we can make a positive difference in the 
number of vocations to religious life.  One way is to pray daily for 
an increase in the number of Catholics willing to devote their lives 
in service to God by joining the “women and men religious.”   

Stewardship Challenge:  Can you think of other ways you can help 
increase the number of vocations to religious life? 

 

 

Answer:   Jesse was the father of King David. In one of the greatest 
“messianic” prophecies of the Hebrew Scriptures, the image here 
is of a tree that has been so devastated that only a stump remains. 
Isaiah saw that things were going to get very bad for the people of 
God and that David’s line would decline to such a degree that it 
would be essentially left for dead. Nevertheless, Isaiah also saw 
that life would remain within the stump. A shoot—life barely de-
tectable at first—would emerge and become a mighty tree.            
A king of humble origins would be a signal for the nation that their 
exile was over. 
 
Next Week’s Question:  The origins of the season of Advent are 
often traced back to the Church in France in the 4th Century, when 
the forty days between November 11th and the Feast of the Epiph-
any were seen as a time to prepare catechumens for baptism. 
What name was given to this “season” which eventually would be-
come Advent? (Hint: It has to do with the name of the saint whose 
feast day started the season and the fact that fasting was required 
of all Catholics during that time.)

The Family Promise Center provides access to phones, mail, fax, a copier, showers and 

laundry facilities.  The program provides transportation to and from the host sites and the Family Promise  

Center.  The host sites are local churches and other facilities that have a network of volunteers who provide  

dinner, overnight accommodations, and breakfast at the host church for one week at a time for families who 

are waiting to be placed in a home. 

 What We Need:  Our Parish will be providing volunteers, but we will use the Kailua Christian Church facil-

ity.  If you are interested in helping with tasks as simple as providing dinner for the families for one night, acting 

as chaperone, playing with the children while parents get other siblings showered and ready for bed, etc., 

please contact Becky Mia at 808-372-6278 or email:  pfretreat@gmail.com   Mahalo!

Conception this year will be celebrated on 
Monday, December 9thña Holy Day of          
obligation in the Diocese of Honolulu.

This week’s Second Collection helps support our many retired religious 

communities.  Catholic sisters, brothers, and religious order priests-

known collectively as women and men religious-need our help. Like 

many Americans, religious communities face the monumental chal-

lenge of funding eldercare.  Currently, the average annual cost of care 

for women and men religious past age 70 is $47,000 per person.  

Skilled care can reach more than $69,000.  The total cost of care for 

senior women and men religious in the United States alone has ex-

ceeded $1 billion annually for each of the last 11 years. 

During the early and mid-twentieth centuries, the Catholic Church in 

the United States experienced a surge in vocations to religious life, 

with numbers peaking in the mid-1960s.  Care for elderly members 

was provided largely by younger members.  However, over time, the 

number of vocations decreased while lifespans increased. The result is 

far fewer younger members available to support the retirement and 

eldercare needs of senior members.  Please help our retired religious 

by donating to this important fund.
