In our first reading from the Prophet Isaiah we hear how the angel touched IsaiahΩs lips with a 
hot coal to purge his mouth so he could speak out. And his response was άhere I am Lord send 
me.έ 

Though my lips have not been touched by a hot coal I must speak out. 

I could hardly believe what I was hearing last week. Laws being pushed by those elected by the 
people to make it legal to have an infant after it is born alive, άbe made comfortable while the 
physician and mother discuss what they would do with it.έ Meaning to choose if the infant, the 
baby should live, or they just let it die. ItΩs unbelievable! 

I was shocked when I saw on TV that the Empire State Building and other buildings in New York 
City were all lit up in pink to celebrate the passage of a law allowing the ending of the life of an 
infant, a baby after it is born. How can this be?? 

We believe God is the author of life, we believe that life is a sacred gift from God, and we be-
lieve that only God decides when that life will end. 

So, it is clear now, what we are seeing and what we are hearing and what is spreading across 
the land in the name of άfreedom of choiceέ has become a wave of evil in our country. 

IΩm reminded of Pastor Martin NiemollerΩs saying when he stood up to the evils of the Nazis. 
άFirst, they came for socialist - and I said nothing because I was not a socialist. Then they came 
for the trade unionists - and I did not speak out - because I was not in a trade union. Then they 
came for the Jews, and I did not speak out – because I wasnΩt a Jew. Then they came for me – 
and there was no one left to speak for me.έ He ended up spending seven years in a Nazi con-
centration camp for speaking out. 

We can no longer be silent, we can no longer look the other way when those we have support-
ed either tacitly or actively are a part of this evil. We can no longer make excuses or support 
those pushing this evil. Regardless of who we might offend. 

We must stand up for the sanctity of life. 

An angel may not have burnt our lips with a hot coal, but like prophet Isaiah we need to re-
spond άhere I am Lord, send me, I will speak out.έ 

Our Gospel today tells us how Peter and the others άleft everything and followed Jesus.έ 

If we are going to be followers of Jesus, we, too, are called to leave behind and to let go of 
anything that may stop us from saying, άHere I am Lord ,send me, I will speak out for the sanc-
tity of life.έ

Last WeekΩs Question:   What is the difference between a 

sister and a nun? 

Ask...The Stewards!  
Each of the readings for this Sunday makes reference to people being 
"called."  Of course, each of us is called by God to be a disciple. The 
challenge for us is to hear that call, understand it, and then to respond 
to it with action.  

Jesus does not call us as nameless people in a faceless crowd.  He calls 
us individually by name.  Each one of us - - clergy, religious, lay person; 
married, single; adult, child - - has a personal vocation.  The challenge, 
then, is to understand our role - - our vocation -- and to respond gener-
ously to this call from God.  Christian vocation entails the practice of 
stewardship. Some of us are called to vocations of discipleship which 
function parallel to our life's vocation, our jobs.  Others, like Peter, are 
called to lifetime vocations-- holy orders.  The point is not which voca-
tion we follow -- it is that as good stewards we recognize we have a vo-
cation -- a role -- in building the Kingdom of God.  Sharing time and 
yourself can be as important in our depersonalized society as sharing 
bread.  Are we prepared and are we responding in the way we

Answer:  Although the terms are often used interchangeably, there is a 
difference. The main thing distinguishing a nun and a religious sister is 
whether she lives a contemplative life or an active or apostolic life. In 
general, nuns are professed women religious who have taken vows of 
poverty, chastity, and obedience, and live contemplative lives of prayer 
and work. They usually live in a monastery that is cloistered, meaning 
that (except in special circumstances) no one is allowed in or out.  Reli-
gious sisters, on the other hand, live lives that are considered active or 
apostolic. While still devoted to prayer and bound by the same vows of 
poverty, chastity, and obedience, sisters also have ministries that take 
them out into the world to serve GodΩs people. Their apostolates can 
include teaching, healthcare, social work, retreat work, and much more.
