Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought 
together by our faith in Jesus Christ.   

Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and  
love one another as God loves us.” 

 In our second reading St. Paul, in his 1st letter to the Corinthi-
ans, devotes the whole of the fifteenth chapter to his teaching 
about the resurrection. So, every time when we profess our faith at 
Mass during the Creed, let us try, to be more conscious of the 
words we say. 
 “For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate. He 
suffered, died, and was buried. On the third day He rose again, in 
fulfillment of the Scriptures. .... We look forward to the resurrection 
of the dead and the life of the world to come.” This is our faith, this 
is our hope. 
 Following up on last week’s theme, “The call to discipleship,” 
our first reading from the Book of the Prophet Jeremiah reminds us 
as disciples, “that God is our refuge and our strength, and our hope 
in times of trouble.” As believers and disciples, when we trust in the 
Lord, we are blessed. 
 Our Gospel according to St. Luke is the well known “sermon 
on the plain.” It emphasizes how as disciples of Jesus we are to    
decide whether we are going to follow the ways of the world and of 
the flesh, or are we going give greater focus on social justice; “What 
you do to the least of my brothers and sisters you do to me.” 
 Our Lord lists a series of blessings and a series of woes and  
warnings. Making it clear, he warns us that when we try to be filled 
with all the richness and joys of the world, it will bring about a   
hunger, an emptiness, with grieving and weeping and without hope. 
Whereas those disciples who focus on mercy and justice, they will 
be filled with hope, laughter and will be satisfied.  And, their reward 
in heaven will be great. It is our choice.
