ST. ANTHONY of PADUA

Catholic Church and School
February 14, 2021
Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time

“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in
Jesus Christ. Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and to love one
another as God loves us.”

The Law of Moses is the basis for our first reading from the Book of
Leviticus. It is about the way lepers and leprosy were to be handled because
leprosy was so contagious and so feared. The priest was responsible for the
health of the people and the community, and also administered the Law.
These edicts covering leprosy was a mandate for all Jews. It shocks us when we
read the way the leper was treated, called “unclean”, restricted from any
religious rights or gatherings, expelled from the community, and was required
to live isolated and apart from others. Then, if by some miracle the leprosy
leaves the leper, the priest would examine the leper and after he had found
the leper healed, he would proclaim the person “clean” and restore him to his
place in the community.

When we read this passage, it comes across as horrible, as an inhu-
mane way to be treated. But even in this horrible story the hope of God’s
miraculous healing is present.

For the past year because of the contagious virus, COVID-19, our sen-
iors have in a way been locked away in long term care facilities because COVID-
19 is so contagious, so feared. They have been cut off from the community,
from loved ones and friends. They are all alone and afraid. They have been to-
tally dependent on strangers for care. They have been restricted even from
joining others in any religious gatherings or spiritual care. And some have had
to face death alone and separated. Could anything be more frightening?

When we think of it, it is a horrible and a inhumane way to be treated.
Let us pray that the vaccine may be the miracle that opens the doors and ends
this horror.

In our Gospel, Jesus miraculously heals the ten lepers. He stretches out
his hand and “touches” the “unclean” lepers declaring them clean. Reminding
us of the line in a favorite hymn, “he touched me and made me whole.”

Sin, like leprosy, like the virus, separates and isolates us from our union
with God. But, because of God’s love for us, he sent His Son to restore that
union. All it takes is for us to accept Jesus as Lord and Savior, to repent, to turn
away from sin, and to turn to God for his healing and forgiving touch—a touch
that restores our union with God.

Our hope is in a God of forgiveness, a God of mercy, a God who wants
to touch us with his healing touch.

Last Week’s Question: In light of current pandemic condi-
tions, what change regarding the distribution of ashes on Ash
Wednesday (February 17th) has been mandated by the Vatican
Office of the Congregation for Divine Worship & the Disci-
pline of the Sacraments and the Diocese of Honolulu?

Answer: The 2021 Diocesan Lenten Regulations During the
COVIDI19 Pandemic state that, after a prayer and blessing of
ashes by the presider, “the ministers will then administer the
ashes to the congregation by taking the ashes and sprinkling
them on the head of each one without saying anything”. Inter-
estingly, sprinkling ashes on the top of people's heads, rather
than marking foreheads with ashes, has long been the
customary practice at the Vatican and in Italy.

Pope Francis proclaims the “Year of St. Joseph” (from the Vatican News, Dec 8, 2020)

“With a Father’s Heart”

In a new Apostolic Letter entitled Patris corde (“With a Father’s Heart”), Pope Francis describes
St. Joseph as a beloved father, a tender and loving father, an obedient father, an accepting father; a father
who is creatively courageous, a working father, a father in the shadows. The Letter marks the 150th anniver-
sary of Blessed Pope Pius IX’s declaration of St. Joseph as patron of the Universal church. To celebrate the
anniversary, Pope Francis has proclaimed a special “Year of St. Joseph,” beginning on the Solemnity of the
Immaculate Conception 2020 and extending to the same feast in 2021.

The Holy Father wrote Patris code against the backdrop of the COVID-19 pandemic, which, he says,
has helped us see more clearly the importance of “ordinary” people who, though far from the limelight,
exercise patience and offer hope every day. In this, they resemble St. Joseph, “the man who goes unnoticed,
a daily, discreet and hidden presence,” who nonetheless played “an incomparable role in the history of
salvation.”
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
