 One of Ben Franklinôs quotes may fit the theme in our read-
ings today.  ñLifeôs tragedy is that we get old too soon and wise too 
late.ò The first reading emphasizes that we have free will, giving us  
the ability to make choices. We are reminded that daily life is filled 
with choices and decisions, and the decisions we make have conse-
quences. It calls us to trust in God and act with reverence and awe 
toward Godôs law. By choosing right from wrong, by being motivat-
ed with love, our choices will result in Godôs gift of grace. 

 In our Gospel, Jesus uses a series of antitheses, or contrasts to 
help us see the difference between external actions in following the 
letter of the law as opposed to being motivated by the heart in      
fulfilling the meaning or spirit of the law.  He gives us an example 
of how, it is not right for us to come to God with resentment or anger 
in our hearts towards a brother or sister.  Instead, we must be recon-
ciled first with one another. Then, we should bring our gifts to God. 
Our failures in our relationship with others comes from making the 
wrong choices. To make the right choices requires that we are moti-
vated by love instead of just following the letter of the law. 

 Paul tells us in the second reading that ñeye has not seen, ear 
has not heard what God has ready for those who love Him.ò 

 We cannot imagine; we cannot see the reward God has for 
those who follow him not out of duty or obligation, but out of     
gratitude and love. 

 Let us seek Godôs wisdom now and not when it is too late.
