First Sunday of Lent 

“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in 
Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and to love one    

another as God loves us.” 

 Several years ago, Pope Francis spoke of three words that he suggested 
should guide us this Lenten season: pause, see and return. 

 PAUSE, he said, “from noise, from empty gestures, from the need to 
show off, from the urge to want to control everything”. 

 SEE, he said, “the faces of families striving to do their best. See the el-
derly, the sick, children yearning for hope. See the remorseful and the search-
ing. See the face of Christ crucified”. 

 RETURN. “Return without fear. Return to celebrate with those who are 
forgiven. Return to the Father to experience his healing”. 

 Our Holy Father went on to say that Lent “invites us to focus, first of all 
on the Almighty, in prayer, which frees us from that horizontal and mundane 
life where we find time for self but forget God. It then invites us to focus on 
others, with the charity that frees us from the vanity of acquiring and of think-
ing that things are only good if they are good for me. Finally, Lent invites us to 
look inside our heart, with fasting, which frees us from attachment to things 
and from the worldliness that numbs the heart. Prayer, charity, fasting: three 
investments for a treasure that endures”. 

 This Lent, may God move our torn, broken hearts, so that we may 
pause…see…and return. This Lent, may we be open to do what God calls us to 
do — so that we may become what we were meant to be. 

 Consider this Lent, then, not just another time for sacrifice — we have 
had so many over the last 12 months! But also consider it a time to be made 
new. A time to resolve to live as true and faithful followers of Christ. A time to 
resolve to love. Which means, of course, to love like Christ. A love that extend-
ed its arms on The Cross. Ultimately, that is where Lent leads us — and beyond 
that to the awesome beauty of Easter.

Last Week’s Question:  Besides fish, what other kinds of       
animals are allowed to be eaten on Fridays during Lent? 
 
Answer:  On the Fridays of Lent, we remember the sacrifice of 
Christ on Good Friday and unite ourselves with that sacrifice 
through abstinence and prayer. Salt and freshwater species of 
fish, amphibians, reptiles, and shellfish are permitted. While 
fish, lobster and other shellfish are not considered meat and 
can be consumed on days of abstinence, indulging in the lavish 
buffet at your favorite seafood place sort of misses the point. 
But go ahead, toss another gator on the barbie and pass me a 
cup of that turtle soup, please. No muskrat however…. unless 
you live in Detroit…but that's another story for another day.

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Pope Francis proclaims the “Year of St. Joseph” (from the Vatican News, Dec 8, 2020) 
“With a Father’s Heart” 

 In a new Apostolic Letter entitled Patris corde (“With a Father’s Heart”), Pope Francis describes        
St. Joseph as a beloved father, a tender and loving father, an obedient father, an accepting father; a father 
who is creatively courageous, a working father, a father in the shadows.  The Letter marks the 150th anniver-
sary of Blessed Pope Pius IX’s declaration of St. Joseph as patron of the Universal church. To celebrate the 
anniversary, Pope Francis has proclaimed a special “Year of St. Joseph,” beginning on the Solemnity of the 
Immaculate Conception 2020 and extending to the same feast in 2021. 
 The Holy Father wrote Patris code against the backdrop of the COVID-19 pandemic, which, he says, 
has helped us see more clearly the importance of “ordinary” people who, though far from the limelight,    
exercise patience and offer hope every day. In this, they resemble St. Joseph, “the man who goes unnoticed, 
a daily, discreet and hidden presence,” who nonetheless played “an incomparable role in the history of     
salvation.”
