 “A Brief Examination of Conscience”          
    Based on the Ten Commandments 
 
I am the Lord your God: you shall not have 
strange Gods before me. Have I treated people, 
events, or things as more important than God? 
 
You shall not take the name of the Lord your God in vain. Have my words, 
actively or passively, put down God, the church, or people? 
 
Remember to keep holy the Lord’s Day. ...Do I avoid, when possible, work 
that impedes worship to God, joy for the Lord’s Day, and proper relaxation of 
mind and body? Do I look for ways to spend time with family or in service on 
Sunday? 
 
Honor your father and your mother. Do I show my parents due respect?     
Do I seek to maintain good communication with my parents where possible?  
Do I criticize them for lacking skills I think they should have? 
 
You shall not kill. Have I harmed another through physical, verbal, or        
emotional means, including gossip or manipulation of any kind? 
 
You shall not commit adultery. Have I respected the physical and sexual    
dignity of others and of myself? 
 
You shall not steal. Have I taken or wasted time or resources that belonged to 
another? 
 
You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.  Have I gossiped, 
told lies, or embellished stories at the expense of another? 
 
You shall not covet your neighbor’s spouse. Have I honored my spouse with 
my full affection and exclusive love? 
 
You shall not covet your neighbor’s goods. Am I content with my own means 
and needs, or do I compare myself to others unnecessarily? 
 

Christ’s Two Commandments 
How well do we love God and others? Do we love as Christ calls us to? In the 
Gospel of Mathew, Christ gives us Two Commandments: “He said to him, ‘You 
shall love the Lord, your God, with all your heart, with all your soul, and with 
all your mind. This is the greatest and the first commandment. The second is 
like it: You shall love your neighbor as yourself. The whole law and the    
prophets depend on these two commandments.’” (Mt 22:37-40)….

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Pope Francis proclaims the άYear of St. Josephέ (from the Vatican News, Dec 8, 2020) 
“With a Father’s Heart” 

 In a new Apostolic Letter entitled Patris corde όάWith a FatherΩs HeartέύΣ Pope Francis describes        
St. Joseph as a beloved father, a tender and loving father, an obedient father, an accepting father; a father 
who is creatively courageous, a working father, a father in the shadows.  The Letter marks the 150th anniver-
sary of Blessed Pope Pius IXΩs declaration of St. Joseph as patron of the Universal church. To celebrate the 
anniversary, Pope Francis has proclaimed a special άYear of St. Joseph,έ beginning on the Solemnity of the 
Immaculate Conception 2020 and extending to the same feast in 2021. 
 The Holy Father wrote Patris code against the backdrop of the COVID-19 pandemic, which, he says, 
has helped us see more clearly the importance of άordinaryέ people who, though far from the limelight,    
exercise patience and offer hope every day. In this, they resemble St. Joseph, άthe man who goes unnoticed, 
a daily, discreet and hidden presence,έ who nonetheless played άan incomparable role in the history of     
salvation.έ
