Jesus said to his disciples, “I have come to set the earth on
fire, and how I wish it were already blazing!” Luke 12:49

Today’s gospel reminds us that truly following Jesus is not an
easy task. Jesus asks, “Do you think that I have come to establish
peace on the earth? No, I tell you, but rather division.... Jesus tells
us that no relationship is exempt from the possibility of division.
The disciples of Jesus, his first true followers, witnessed divisions
in their time as they endured the difficulty of carrying out Jesus’
message of love and tolerance among the people of their time. How-
ever, because of their faith set ablaze with spiritual fire, the disci-
ples remained steadfast in their determination to carry out the good
works of our Lord. How strong are you in your faith? Would you de-
scribe your faith as a slow smoldering fire or is your faith ablaze
and burning fiercely?

Fire is a symbol of destruction, of power, of purification, and
of life itself. It is also used as the symbol of the Holy Spirit.
When Jesus tells us that he came to set the earth on fire, he is us-
ing the symbol of fire to ignite in his disciples—and in each of us
today - a faith so strong that nothing should be allowed to weaken
it. He is also anticipating that when he dies and is resurrected fo be
with his father in heaven, that his death will ignite the faith in fu-
ture generations.

“I have come to set the earth on fire, and how I wish it were
already blazing!” Together as a parish, let us keep our faith ablaze
by going to Mass, engaging in prayer, and helping others through our-
ministries. God is good.
