   The baptism of Jesus by John marks the start of his ministry. 
Today Jesus begins his messianic ministry and mission, openly pro-
claiming the plan of God to save humanity.  

Our gospel today is an interplay of visual and aural messages. 
On the visual message, Mark tells us that Jesus, on coming out of 
the water sees ñ...the heavens being torn open and the Spirit, like a 
dove, descending upon himò (v 10). The statement gives us two im-
ages, namely, it proclaims that God communicates with his people. 
He reaches out to his creatures and it assures us that saving human-
kind is the work of the Trinity. The aural message is the voice from 
heavens saying, ñ you are my beloved son; with you I am well 
pleasedò (v 11). It is God confirming the identity of Jesus and af-
firming the Father-Son relationship. God acknowledges the mission 
and ministry of Jesus. By his baptism, Jesus begins to bring the 
completion of the will of God the Father. 

Certain moments in our life call for decisive actions. Jesus 
faces such a moment at the river Jordan. He has to say yes to God 
and set into motion Godôs salvific plan. God invites us to love, to 
forgive, and to be of service to others. He appeals to us to change, to 
do better, and to be with him. To be of service is to work for the 
good of our family, for the welfare of our community, and for the 
well-being of our loved ones. When we do this, we do the work of 
God. And when we do the work of God, we are with God. 

It is time to listen to Godôs invitation and to respond to it   
positively. We must now make a 
fundamental choice in our life: to 
turn to him, to change for him, and 
to work for him.  

Act now and live for God!

The order was founded on De-
cember 24th, 1800, by Father Pierre Coudrin and Henriette Ay-
mer de Chevalerie, a French nun. Father Coudrinôs portrait can 
be found in one of the stained-glass windows in the Cathedral 
of Our Lady of Peace in Honolulu.
