άYour words, Lord, are Spirit and life.έ 

 As we hear the readings this week, we can stand in awe at 
the faith of our ancestors. In the Book of Nehemiah, it is clear that 
the people believe and are just overcome with reverence and joy 
when they hear the Word of God read out to them. They truly      
believe that it is God speaking to them in the word that is read. 

 In the Gospel, we have the account of Jesus preaching in the 
synagogue of his hometown. We are at the beginning of LukeΩs  
Gospel and the small section we read today tells us that Jesus pro-
claims to his own people that the Scripture that He is reading is   
fulfilled right in front of them. We can only try to imagine his 
friends and neighbors trying to understand Him! Here is this young 
man, probably likable and normal for the most part, but now   
claiming that He is the fulfillment of the Scriptures of their religion. 

 Both of these passages focus on the power of the Word of 
God. We might ask ourselves today about our own beliefs. Sunday 
after Sunday or even day after day we hear the Sacred Scriptures, or 
we read them on our own. Do we allow these Scriptures to have 
any power in our lives at all? How do we read the Scriptures? How 
do we listen to them? Are we formed by Sacred Scriptures? 

 Let us pray today that the Word of God can move us to tears. 
Let us pray that we will know the strength of GodΩs presence in    
His Word read to us. Let us ask that we can know personally the  
fulfillment of the Scriptures in Jesus Christ.
