  In our Gospel for this Sunday, Simon, Andrew, James, and 
John experience the profoundly personal moment of an encounter 
with Jesus. Each was invited to follow. Each was encouraged to drop 
their nets. As they stepped forward to follow Jesus, I wonder if they 
realized what they were actually doing. Did they realize that, as Paul 
says in our Second Reading, ñthe world in its present form was pass-
ing awayò? Did they understand that their walk with Jesus would 
immerse them in learning a totally new path to living - one that 
brought mercy, compassion, love and a sense of purpose and mission 
into their lives? If, at that moment, they did not realize or understand 
what was transpiring, they very soon came to see how lifechanging 
that encounter with Christ would be for them. 
 Brothers and sisters in Christ - What was your ñnet-dropping 
momentò? When did you first encounter Christ? Many of us can 
probably reflect back on our own sacred stories of how we were 
uniquely called to follow, to drop our nets, and to walk a new path. 
Perhaps it was a singular moment of revelation in which you saw 
Jesus standing before you, calling you to follow. Or maybe you can 
look back and see a series of encounters in which Jesus time and 
time again patiently called you, and finally you answered. It is also 
possible that in your life you don't hear the voice of Jesus, that you 
are still looking and listening for His call. Or maybe you don't want 
to listen, don't want to hear out of fear of what answering might en-
tail.  
 Whatever situation you find yourself in, know this one unde-
niable fact - The voice of Jesus Christ never ceases to call us, never 
ceases to reach out to each of us. If we answer, He is there. If we ig-
nore the voice or for some other reason don't hear it, still He calls to 
us. ñCome, follow me!ò 
 So, my friends, I invite you today to take some time to reflect 
back on your faith journey and see how it began and how God un-
folded it through the years. Remember and celebrate the moments 
when Jesus encountered you and invited you to drop your nets and 
follow. Seek out His voice. Listen for His words. Follow Him! I 
promise that your life will never be the same!
