  We celebrate the solemnity of the Epiphany of the Lord this 
weekend. God reveals his love in the newborn king. God manifests 
himself to people of every nation, not only to the chosen people,   
Israelites, but to the gentiles as well. Epiphany marks the end of the 
Christmas season. Yet, it is the heart of the Christmas message: 
Godôs love made visible in Jesus Christ. 

 In the Old Testament, God made a covenant with his chosen 
people, the Israelites. With the coming of Jesus, his covenant        
expands to the Gentiles and the whole world. Salvation is offered for 
all. He reaches out to all without any exception, without any partiali-
ty, or discrimination.  

 In the Old Testament, he reached out through the patriarchs, 
judges, prophets, and kings in a burning bush, in visions, and quiet 
whispering winds. In the Gospel, Matthew 2:1-12, God reached out 
to the Magi through a star that guided them to the newborn king. 
When the star disappeared, the Magi sought the help of King Herod 
and his advisers. Through them, they learned that it was in Bethle-
hem in Judea. Then the star re-appeared and they found their way to 
the Child Jesus. 

 God continues to manifest to us every day, every moment of 
our lives. He reveals to us through events, in our brothers and sis-
ters, in the Sacraments, in the Scriptures. So we need to be always 
attentive to Him. We need to always recognize His presence. Those 
moments when we felt that God was absent, God was nowhere to be 
found, it was actually us who failed or refused to recognize           
His presence. 

God is good all the time.
