January 6, 2019
Solemnity of the Epiphany of the Lord

“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by our
common faith in Jesus Christ. Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and
love one another as God loves us.”

“Christ has appeared to us; come, let us adore him.”

This is the invitatory that is being used in the Breviary, the mandated
prayer book for the Pope, bishops, priests, seminarians, religious sisters and
brothers. It may also be shared with the faithful, especially on Sundays.

Jesus Christ is the Son of Man (David’s line), and Son of God. This is the
solemnity of Incarnation: God becoming man, that we may become children of
God. He reconciles us to the Father. The lost paradise is restored in Him. He has
appeared, not only to the chosen race, but also to the whole world, to all
people.

The Lord, God the Father has made known his saving power, indeed. It
was prophesied, retold in the oracle, but now is made visible in the person of
Jesus. Fitting, therefore, to come, and let us adore him.

The readings on this Solemnity of the Epiphany help us reflect, praise
and adore our loving God. Isaiah prophesied that God’s chosen people should
rise and shine for their light has come, and the glory of the LORD has risen upon
them and to all nations. All shall come, bringing gold and frankincense (and
myrrh). The second reading says that “in former generations this mystery was
not made known to humankind, as it has now been revealed to his holy apos-
tles and prophets by the Spirit: that is, the Gentiles have become fellow heirs,
members of the same body, and sharers in the promise in Christ Jesus through
the gospel.” The Gentiles are the non-Jewish people, including us. The Gospel is
about the wise men from the East who came to Jerusalem, to search for “the
child who has been born king of the Jews.”

In their wisdom, they observed his star at its rising, and they have come
to pay him homage. Finding him, they knelt down and paid him homage; open-
ing their treasure chests, they offered him gifts of gold, frankincense, and
myrrh. They left for their own country by another road, a change of way, a
change of heart.

In summary, the Epiphany of the Lord highlights three things:
First, God takes initiative to reveal Himself to us.
Secondly, it points to the significance of our humble searching for God.

Thirdly, to maintain the encounter with God by our constant communication
with Him through prayers (adoration) and acts of charity.
