Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in
Jesus Christ. Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and to love one
another as God loves us.”

In our readings today we hear about how God chooses people for
missions within the Church and about how God chooses all of us who believe to
give witness to Him. Far too often we have no sense of being called or a sense
that God might be asking something of us. We are very much like the Prophet
Amos in our First Reading, going about our own business and doing what we
have to do to earn our living and get along in life. And then we realize that God
is calling each one of us and invites us to follow Him and to proclaim His
message to others. We can live our whole lives without recognizing this call.
We can live all our lives without recognizing that we have been sealed with the
Holy Spirit for a unique and important mission.

We are called, we have been chosen. Why? In today’s Second Reading
from Ephesians, Paul gives us an answer: “In him we were also chosen,
destined in accord with the purpose of the One who accomplishes all things
according to the intention of his will, so that we might exist for the praise of his
glory, we who first hoped in Christ.” We can really be transformed when we
recognize that each of us is chosen. Faith has not just “happened” to us. We
have been chosen and must respond to that calling, that choice.

The Gospel of Mark today tells us about the role of the twelve. They are
called. They are chosen. They are sent out. They are given a mission. How
much easier it would be if God only chose them and not us! How much easier
for us if only the Pope, the bishops and the priests and deacons had all
responsibilities for preaching and spreading the word of God and the joy of His
Church! Instead, we are a chosen people, all of us.

At our baptism, each of us was called to take up three roles: to be priest,
prophet, and king. We are called to be priests because we are called to intercede
for others. We are called to be prophets because the Word of God must be
proclaimed by us. We are called to be kings because, like all good rulers, we are
called to serve each other.

Today we are invited, each one of us, to recognize our own calling and
to seek to know what God asks of us to spread the Kingdom. May we each be
open to our calling and respond in faith and in love.
