Honolulu's street people.”  Why? 

Ask...The Stewards 
 

 In observing the animal world, we are often touched 
by the affection a female shows her puppies.  But it also 
shocks us when we see how cruel that same animal can be 
to other animals that are not her offspring.  Seemingly a 
woman has the same affectionate love for her baby.  The 
instinctive emotional part of love is apparently the same.  But 
there is a great difference.  Human love is not merely emo-
tional.  It also has an element of insight.  Besides loving her 
own baby, a mother also loves other children.   
 This element of insight is even more decisive when 
love is elevated from the mere human level to the sacred, 
namely, Christian love, called charity.  The insight that 
guides charity is faith.  Today's liturgy deals with love of God 
and all human beings regardless of race, creed or col-
or.  Paying attention to the insight of faith, which guides 
us, is important.  Make the Responsorial Psalm your prayer 
when you need guidance in life . . .Turn to the Lord in your 
need, and you will live. 

Answer:  In 1978, Father Claude DuTeil was sitting outside 
a storefront in Chinatown when he decided to start a conver-
sation with several homeless people by offering them peanut 
butter sandwiches and coffee. This “Peanut Butter Ministry”, 
as it came to be called, would eventually grow into The Insti-
tute for Human Services (IHS), Hawaii’s largest and most 
comprehensive human services agency exclusively support-
ing those who are unsheltered or at-risk of homelessness. 
Did you know that the initials of the organization (IHS) are 
also the first three letters of the Greek name of Jesus, 
ΙΗΣΟΥΣ. 
 
Next Week’s Question:  On June 10, 2016, the Congrega-
tion for Divine Worship issued a decree which elevated this 
saint’s liturgical commemoration on July 22nd from an oblig-
atory memorial to a feast day, like that of most of the Apos-
tles, and the Gospel for the day was changed from Luke 7:36
–50 to John 20:1-2, 11-18. Besides our Blessed Mother, this 
is the only feast day of a woman at which the Gloria is recit-
ed.

Religious Communities Receive $28 Million Toward 
Retirement Needs 
 
WASHINGTON (July 8, 2019)—In June, the National Reli-
gious Retirement Office (NRRO) distributed $28 million in 
financial assistance to 360 U.S. religious communities to 
help underwrite the care of aging members. The funding is 
made possible by the Retirement Fund for Religious collec-
tion, an annual, parish-based appeal benefiting some 30,000 
senior religious and their communities.   

The latest appeal was held in most U.S. Catholic parishes in 
December 2018 and raised $27.7 million. Known as Direct 
Care Assistance, the funding disbursed represents the bulk 
of financial assistance distributed by the NRRO. Religious 
communities combine these funds with their own income 
and savings to help meet expenses such as prescription 
medications and nursing care. Over the years, this support 
has helped many religious communities to stabilize their 
retirement outlooks. 

However, many others continue to struggle with rising re-
tirement costs and the growing number of elder members 
needing care. In response, the NRRO’s Management Com-
mittee increased the amount disbursed for Direct Care As-
sistance in 2019 from $25 million to $28 million, with the 
additional funding realized through investments and careful 
financial management. 

“We are exceedingly grateful to concerned Catholics across 
the United States,” said Presentation Sister Stephanie Still, 
the NRRO’s executive director. “Their ongoing generosity to 
the Retirement Fund for Religious allows us to help commu-
nities who need immediate assistance in caring for aging 
members.”  Catholic bishops of the United States launched 
the Retirement Fund for Religious in 1988 to address the 
profound lack of retirement funding among the nation’s 
religious communities. Traditionally, Catholic sisters, broth-
ers and religious order priests—known collectively as wom-
en and men religious—served for very low wages that did 
not include retirement benefits. Today, hundreds of reli-
gious communities lack adequate retirement savings. 

The NRRO coordinates the annual Retirement Fund for Reli-
gious collection and distributes the proceeds to eligible reli-
gious communities. It also offers educational programming, 
services and resources that enable religious communities to 
evaluate and prepare for long-term retirement needs. The 
NRRO is sponsored by the Conference of Major Superiors of 
Men, Council of Major Superiors of Women Religious, Lead-
ership Conference of Women Religious and United States 
Conference of Catholic Bishops.
