Sixteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by 
our common faith in Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, 

and love one another as God loves us.” 

In this week’s gospel, Jesus encounters Martha and her sister Mary.  While 
Mary sits beside Jesus listening to him intently, Martha is busy serving Jesus 
and anxious about all that she has to do to make sure her guests are taken care 
of.  Amazingly Martha approaches Jesus and questions why he doesn’t care 
that she is doing all the work by herself while her sister Mary does nothing but 
sits next to Jesus.  Jesus replies, “Martha, Martha, you are anxious and worried 
about many things. There is need of only one thing.  Mary has chosen the 
better part and it will not be taken from her.” Luke 10: 38-42 
 
To be sure, Jesus is not dismissing the importance of service or hard work.  In-
stead, he reminds Martha to be less anxious about things, and instead to re-
member to focus on the right things.  In this case, to focus on Jesus himself.  He 
is not denigrating service by any means, but cautions about worrying about the 
wrong things. In other words, trust in the Lord, and listen to him.  

 
For many of us, we have moments when we behave more like Martha and less 
like Mary or vice versa. What is important is that even when we focus on the 
wrong things and are anxious about what to do in different situations, that we 
remain focused on our love for our Lord and how grateful we are to be sur-
rounded by His love. Today, as you go about your day, take the time to look 
around you, to admire the beauty of our church and of our islands, and to listen 
to our Lord’s quiet presence.  Focus on Him.

Last Week’s Question:   On June 10, 2016, the 
Congregation for Divine Worship issued a decree 
which elevated this saint’s liturgical commemora-
tion on July 22nd from an obligatory memorial to a 
feast day, like that of most of the Apostles, and 
the Gospel for the day was changed from Luke 
7:36–50 to John 20:1-2, 11-18. Besides our 
Blessed Mother, this is the only feast day of a 
woman at which the Gloria is recited.

 Our Parish Administrator, Father Exse, recently wrote, 
“The harvest is plentiful but the workers are few.…”  
 Father Exse shared that our parish was blessed to 
have had three priests in the last several years, but now we 
have only one. We truly feel the need for more vocations to 
the priesthood and religious life.  
 Serra International is made up of Catholic lay men 
and women who vigorously respond to the call to promote 
and support vocations to the ministerial priesthood and con-
secrated life in the Catholic Church.  
 Each day, Serrans pray the two prayers displayed on 
the last page of the bulletin and invite you to do likewise.  
 
Stewardship Challenge:  Please go to page six of this bul-
letin, cut out the two prayers, “Prayer for Vocations and 
Prayer for the Perseverance of Vocations” and pray them 
daily to help increase the number of those called to serve in 
the priesthood and consecrated life in the Catholic Church. 

Answer:  The answer is St. Mary Magdalene, the “Apostle to 
the Apostles”. The Gospel reading for the day was changed 
because the passage from Luke gave the false impression 
that it was describing Mary Magdalene in its portrayal of “the 
sinful woman”. In actuality, Mary Magdalene was one of the 
earliest followers of Jesus and, along with several others, in-
cluding Susannah and Joanna, travelled with Jesus around 
Galilee and was actively engaged in Jesus' work, possibly as 
a financial patron who funded Jesus' mission. 
 
Next Week’s Question:  On February 2, 2018, Pope Francis 
ordered that a change regarding the wording of the Cate-
chism of the Catholic Church on the death penalty be imple-
mented. What does the Catechism now state as the 
Church’s teaching on this life issue?
