My dear brothers and sisters in Christ,  
 
The question of Jesus “Where can we buy enough food for 

them to eat?” to his disciples in today’s Gospel (John 6:1-15) leads 
us into two realities. On the one hand, it reveals his shepherding 
attitude. Jesus did not only sympathize with them, in reality he 
helped them. Jesus did not only pity them, He did something for 
them. He fed them. Here, Jesus revealed that he was responsible 
for them. He was for them a loving and a compassionate shepherd. 
And on the other hand, it is a request for two things from us: 

First, we must do something for those people in need. Sym-
pathy is not enough. Our pity for them is insufficient. “Get well 
soon,” cards will not suffice for deeds of mercy. Acts of charity are 
needed. 

Second, even without the five loaves and two fish, Jesus 
could still feed them.  Jesus could still perform miracles. But, here, 
Jesus wants us to realize the value of sharing. He desires that we 
learn the value of generosity. 
 
Brothers and sisters, learn from Jesus and be Jesus’ presence to 
others.

They were given 
permission to teach Christianity by King Kamehameha II and 
the Queen Regent Kaʻahumanu. Among its first congregants
