Fourteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

“Our parish is an inclusive Catholic community brought together by our faith in 
Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, and to love one    

another as God loves us.” 

It is with heavy hearts as we remember our Sister in Christ, Susan    
Phillips. Last Sunday she died and we pray the angels carry her to her heavenly 
reward, her new home. Susan and Claude along with their two sons have been a 
part of the St. Anthony’s ohana for many years. Our prayers are with Claude 
and the family. 

This weekend we celebrate the birthday of America, the country we call 
home. It was 62 years ago this coming September, Donna and I along with two 
of our kids entered this great country as “legal” immigrants. Both of us with 
dreams and fears of what tomorrow might bring. 

One of the things that stands out in those first few months as we found 
new friends and fellow workers was the independent American spirit, and the 
pride everyone seemed to have in their country and their flag. We felt so fortu-
nate to have this opportunity to be a part of this great country, a land of great 
promise and hope. A country founded on a whole new ”ideal.” An ideal based 
on the belief that the laws and governance of the people do not come from a 
Monarch, a Sovereign power or the government itself, but come from our crea-
tor and that all men and women are created equal by their creator with certain 
inalienable rights, such as, life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness. That these 
rights are “loaned” to our elected representatives to represent us for the good of 
the nation and the good of all. An ideal based on what is called “natural law.” 

I believe the “ideals” this country was founded upon, though not perfect, 
have provided hope, opportunity and a better life for millions and millions of 
people from all over the globe. And that our creator, God, was and still is a part 
of this great ideal. 

It pains us to see the changes and how different things are today. How so 
many have turned away from God and how He is rejected; how life is no longer 
a sacred gift from God; how the “ideals’ our “Founders” struggled to leave for 
us are being rejected. 

So, let us pray that the “ideals” our nation was founded upon and the 
spirit and love for our God and our country is not lost. 

I think our readings for today are prophetic for our time. 
Their message is of God’s goodness, and His plan for a better life for his 

people has been rejected over and over. God sends his messengers to call the 
people to repent to turn back to him. But the people are “obstinate,” their hearts 
are hard and the messengers are rejected. Even his own Son is rejected and like 
many of the prophets put to death because of the hardness of the peoples’ 
hearts. 

Let us pray that our ears be open and our hearts be softened so we may 
hear God’s call to be His people to turn back to him. 

Peace to all. Donna and I pray you all have a blessed time as you       
remember the birth of this great nation. And heed God’s call that we as a nation  
return to Him.
