First, Our Lord 

gives us an interesting example by mentioning two kinds of people: ñthe wise - 

arrogant in their own knowledge - and the little childrenò - humbly asking God 

for wisdom and for guidance.  His challenge is this - Do we seek the truth with 

childlike-faith or do we think we have the answers? Second: He presents a most 

favored message. ñCome to me, all of you who are weary and burdened and I 

will give you rest.ò The rest he promises is love, healing and peace with God, 

not the end of our labors, not the end of our responsibilities. But with a humble, 

trusting, loving relationship with our God, our lives can be changed from a 

meaningless, wearisome toil or burden into a 

spiritual journey with meaning, purpose and 

hope.

 It has long been a Catholic understanding that 
when circumstances prevent one from receiving Holy 
Communion, it is possible to make an Act of Spiritual 
Communion, which is a source of grace. Spiritual Com-
munion is an ardent desire to receive Jesus in the Most 
Holy Sacrament and lovingly embrace him at a time or in 
circumstances when one cannot receive Him in           
sacramental Communion.

Since I cannot at this moment receive 
you sacramentally,  

Come at least spiritually into my heart.

 While we often think of pregnancy as 
culminating in the birth of child, we know that 
the journey is only just beginning. While moth-
erhood brings with it many joys and blessings, 
it also involves challenges and difficulties.  In 
raising their children and dedicating them-
selves to their families, mothers participate in 
a type of òdaily heroism,ó one for which they 
òdo not always find support in the world around 
themó (EV 86). Providing and caring for chil-
dren as a single mother includes additional 
hardships.  

 Sadly, today, one in four children are 
being raised without a father. Certainly, there 
are many reasons this might occur in any given 
circumstance. However, it is also true that in a 
culture that largely rejects the Churchõs 
teachings on marriage, life, and sexuality, wom-
en and their children are often disproportion-
ately impacted.  

 It was Pope Paul VI in Humanae vitae 
who warned that, òa man who grows accus-
tomed to the use of contraceptive methods 
may forget the reverence due to a woman... no 
longer considering her as his partner whom he 
should surround with care and affectionó (HV 
17).   

 In the midst of this reality, the Church 
is called to be a beacon of light, hope, and sup-
port. May we respond to this call, individually 
and communally, to surround mothers with as-
sistance and support as they lovingly care for 
their children.

The right to life is 
the ɤrst and most fundamental principle 
of human rights that leads Catholics to 
actively work for a world of greater       
respect for human life and greater      
commitment to justice and peace. 

Pope Benedict XVI writes in Caritas in Ver-
itate... that ȶThe Church forcefully main-
tains this link between life ethics and   
social ethics, fully aware that ȳa society 
lacks solid foundations when, on the one 
hand, it asserts values such as the dignity 
of the person, justice and peace, but then, 
on the other hand, radically acts to the 
contrary by allowing or tolerating a      
variety of ways in which human life is   
devalued and violated, especially where it 
is weak or marginalized.ȷ (usccb.org) Life 
is a sacred gift, beginning at conception.
