A brief history of St. AnthonyQ School

§ In 1950, the need for larger parish facilities
and a parish school became more acute.

§ A Sunday collection envelope system and a
building fund drive were started.

§ Four Sisters of St. Joseph of Carondelet were
committed to serving as teachers.
Ground was broken in early 1952.
One week after Labor Day in 1952, St. An-
thony@ school (with only four classrooms)
opened its doors to its first students and the
frst private school

§ The convent, housing the Sisters of St. Jo-
seph of Carondelet was dedicated on Octo-
ber 7, 1952. (Today, the convent houses the
Parish Office on the second floor and the
Early Learning Center on the first.)

§ In 2019, St. Anthony@Qschool is still one of
the best private schools in Hawaii!
