“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by
our common faith in Jesus Christ.

My dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

“Do not be afraid...,” Jesus said these words to his disciples three times
in the Gospel of this Sunday’s liturgy (Matthew 10:26-33).

First, “Do not be afraid of them...What | say to you in the darkness,
speak in the light.” As it were, Jesus is telling them and us not to worry about
the future of the kingdom of God because even if the kingdom is hidden and
difficult to see now it will be revealed. Nothing is concealed that will not be
revealed. The gospel and the kingdom of God must be proclaimed.

Second, “Do not be afraid of those who kill the body but cannot kill the
soul.” As it were, Jesus is telling them and us not worry about those who would
make us martyrs. They can only kill our body but not our soul. We don’t have
to be afraid of human judgements rather, we should be concerned for God’s
judgement. Therefore, we must be brave in acknowledging Jesus before others
and He will acknowledge us before the heavenly Father.

Third, “Do not be afraid; you are worth more than many sparrows.” As
it were, Jesus is telling us if God cares about the fate of every sparrow, perhaps
the most common of birds, how much more for us, who are worth much more
than many sparrows. Each and every one of us is precious and beautiful before
the eyes of God.

We are still facing this COVID-19 pandemic. It does not only add on to
our existing concerns but it also causes tons of complications and problems. It
causes fear. We are afraid of so many things that affect our lives and our faith.
“Do not be afraid!” Jesus in a way is telling us this right now. Let us listen to his
words. He will never forsake us. We are worth more than many sparrows.

“Do not be afraid of those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul.”
After all, what matters most is his final judgement.

Respect for Houses of Worship

Pray that people of all faiths would be free to worship without fear of attacks
and harassment.

Reflect

Houses of worship provide spaces for people to step back, often with fellow believers, and
pray. The disturbing rise in attacks on these places is an attack on religious freedom. Gun-
men in churches, synagogues, and mosques terrorize faith communities. In Europe and North
America, churches have been desecrated. Priests all over the world have been killed, even
while celebrating liturgies. The problem is not limited to attacks on Christians. Over 50 peo-
ple were murdered in two mosques in New Zealand, while there have been several attacks on
synagogues here in the U.S. in recent years. Mosques and synagogues have been vandalized,
while there has been a rise in attacks on Jews and Muslims who are simply going about their
daily life. These kinds of attacks are assaults on the image of God and cannot be tolerated.

Act

First, take time during this week, if possible, to pray a decade of the rosary, fast from a meal,
or spend time before the Lord in the Blessed Sacrament, offering up your act as a sacrifice in
reparation for sins against human dignity.

Then, support increased funding for the FEMA Nonprofit Security Grant Program. This
program provides grants to nonprofits, including houses of worship, to improve
security.

While we should hope, pray, and work for a country where people can worship without
fear, we can also take practical steps to protect churches, mosques, and synagogues.

This is not true: good Catholics immerse themselves in politics by
offering the best of themselves so that the leader can govern."
