Corpus Christi Sunday 

 This solemnity of the body of Christ reminds us of the immense love of 
God, for we have the spiritual food for the journey to his heart. And so, we set 
aside time for God during the Sunday liturgy, and other prayerful moments 
throughout the week. When we come to Mass, we bring our gifts, our pres-
ence, our person.  

The first reading gives us the idea of tithing, that is giving back a άtenth 
of everythingέ we have. Tithing invites and allows us to grow closer to God. 
When it comes to being generous, we cannot out-do the generosity of God. 

 The second reading deepens our understanding of the Eucharist. It 
gives us a more concrete meaning of the generosity of God. The Eucharist, our 
άthanksgivingέ for that is what it means, becomes reason for us to gather as 
children of God. We celebrate the Mass because itΩs Jesus who gives the com-
mand:  άDo this in remembrance of me.έ  It is his pledge of perpetual presence, 
until He comes again.  

The body of Christ is taken and blessed, broken and given. It is the will 
of the Father that we have Jesus as our mediator of graces. In all earthen and 
tangible treasures, the Eucharist comes to be the simplest, but yet the most 
sacred and adored. He comes to us, despite our unworthiness. We can meet 
him in the sacraments, especially in the Mass. By the prompting of the Holy 
Spirit, we can have access to the divine life. Recalling the great mystery of the 
Most Holy Trinity, the Eucharist is our surest way to be in communion with the 
triune God.  

We are eucharistic people, taken by God as his people; blessed with 
many gifts, broken for others and given to continue ChristΩs mission.

Ask...The Stewards! 
 

 After the resurrection and ascension, Jesus himself 
orders the apostles to stay in Jerusalem for the coming of 
the Holy Spirit. Thus, the coming of the Holy Spirit upon 
them was the empowerment of a group, not of isolated fol-
lowers. 

  Therefore, had they been scattered, at their individual 
homes, for example, and the Spirit came upon them at the 
same time, they would not have received the Spirit as a 
body, as an empowered group. They did receive the Spirit as 
a group and the church was founded. 

  In today's reading, Jesus spoke to the crowds about 
the Kingdom of God, healed those who needed to be cured. 
As the day was ending, the Twelve suggested He dismiss 
them so they could make arrangements for lodging and pro-
visions for they were in a deserted place. Jesus said to 
them, "Give them some food yourselves."  We know the ful-
fillment of this from the two fish and five loaves. Jesus saw 
to it that they were cared for as if at home. 

Stewardship Challenge:   

 We can surmise from the above that Jesus is demon-
strating to us and encouraging us to practice our Faith as an 
empowered group similar to  the ñtwelveò and not as isolated 
followers. 

 Does this not illustrate to us the importance of our 
gathering as a group at Mass and the feeding of our souls 
with the body and blood of our Savior just as Jesus saw to it 
that the multitude was fed?  This is our challenge. 

Answer:   The large rectangular cloth is placed around the 
shoulders of a priest or deacon when he is carrying the 
monstrance bearing the Body of Christ in procession or at            
Benediction.

 A brief history of St. AnthonyΩs School 
§ In 1950, the need for larger parish facilities 
and a parish school became more acute. 

§ A Sunday collection envelope system and a 
building fund drive were started. 

§ Four Sisters of St. Joseph of Carondelet were 
committed to serving as teachers.  

§ Ground was broken in early 1952. 
§ One week after Labor Day in 1952, St. An-
thonyΩs school (with only four classrooms) 
opened its doors to its first students and the 
ŬǊǎǘ ǇǊƛǾŀǘŜ ǎŎƘƻƻƭ ƛƴ Yŀƛƭǳŀ ǿŀǎ ŜǎǘŀōƭƛǎƘŜŘ. 

§ The convent, housing the Sisters of St. Jo-
seph of Carondelet was dedicated on Octo-
ber 7, 1952. (Today, the convent houses the 
Parish Office on the second floor and the 
Early Learning Center on the first.) 

§ In 2019, St. AnthonyΩs school is still one of 
the best private schools in Hawaii!
