“Our parish is a culturally inclusive Catholic community brought together by 
our common faith in Jesus Christ.  Our Mission is to evangelize, educate, serve, 

and love one another as God loves us.” 

  
 Our readings this weekend focus on the meaning of “discipleship”. We 
often think of a disciple as a follower or perhaps a student, but it is much more 
than that. A disciple in the ancient biblical world actively imitated both the life 
and teaching of the mentor, master, or, in Jewish culture, the rabbi. In his Cat-
echetical Review article "In the Dust of the Rabbi: Clarifying Discipleship for 
Faith Formation Today”, Edward Sri writes that discipleship is “a deliberate ap-
prenticeship which makes the fully formed disciple a living copy of the Master.” 
 
 To be a true disciple of Jesus Christ means that we are called to walk 
with Him and to listen to Him and to allow His teaching and His words to form 
the way we think, the way we feel and the way we act. Following Jesus means 
allowing Him to change every aspect of our lives so that we more clearly reflect 
His way of living, of thinking and of being. 
 
 Our readings demonstrate that this is easier said than done. We must 
realize that following Jesus means that at times we will feel rejected. But we 
must keep on walking and let the Lord form us. 
 
 As you joyfully approach God’s altar this weekend, allow these readings 
to touch your heart and form you as together we continue to seek to follow 
the Lord. May our discipleship not be just words and good feelings, but rather   
carrying on the difficult task of truly following and making Jesus the most     
important person, the most important reality, in our lives.

In the readings for this Sunday, one is only amazed that 
Christians dare to take the easy way.  The Founder of Chris-
tianity did not mean it to be that way.  True, not all Christians 
are called to give up everything in life, neither must we 
all become martyrs but a firm commitment to Christ and what 
he stands for in our  lives must be a part of every Christian's 
life.  If God calls you to become a Christian, "He bids you to 
come and die" to your old self, your egoism and all evil, and 
become a new creation of Christ.  There is no easy way for 
us to do this.  Dying is after all a painful process. 

Stewardship Challenge:  How strong is your commitment 
to Christ, and are there times when you are inclined to take 
the easy way out? 

Answer:   Benediction refers to the rite whereby the 
Blessed Sacrament is exposed for adoration by the 
gathered faithful. At the conclusion of the period of ado-
ration, the priest or deacon offers a “benediction” or 
blessing of the people with the Blessed Sacrament. 
Here at St. Anthony’s, the rite of Adoration and Ben-
ediction is held after the daily morning Mass on the 
First Friday of each month.

Chairman of U.S. Bishops’ Pro-Life Activities 
Committee Applauds AMA’s Action Reaffirm-
ing Opposition to Physician-Assisted Suicide 
 
June 11, 2019 

WASHINGTON—Yesterday, the American Medical As-
sociation’s House of Delegates voted by a 2 to 1 mar-
gin to affirm its longstanding opposition to physician-
assisted suicide. Following the vote, Archbishop Jo-
seph F. Naumann of Kansas City, Kansas, Chairman of 
the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops’ (USCCB) 
Committee on Pro-Life Activities issued the following 
statement: 

“We strongly applaud today’s action by the American 
Medical Association’s House of Delegates to reaffirm 
its policy against physician-assisted suicide. The prac-
tice and promotion of assisted suicide poses grave 
consequences for our entire society but particularly 
for persons living with illness, disabilities, or socioeco-
nomic disadvantages. The AMA was right to reaffirm 
its longstanding view that physician-assisted suicide is 
fundamentally incompatible with the physician’s role 
as healer.”

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 A Brief History of our Crucifix 

On the morning of January 22, 1933, the very first Mass was held in the original St. Anthony of Padua church 

(now St. Anthony’s Kindergarten classroom).  An earlier crucifix was placed behind the altar in the sanctuary.  20 

years later, the small church could no longer support the rapidly growing parish and on July 23, 1955, the first 

Mass was held in what today is our Parish Hall.  At that time, the crucifix was behind the altar in the sanctuary.  

After the dedication of this new church, the Pali Highway opened, and with it came rapid population growth in 

the sleepy village of Kailua.  It became quickly apparent that this second structure was unable to support the 

overflowing congregation at Sunday Mass. 

Construction began on a larger place of worship in the mid-1960s and on Easter Sunday in 1968, the first Mass 

was celebrated in the present-day church.  Once again, the crucifix was behind the altar and was the focal point 

of our worship.  Tragically, during the early hours of July 24, 1982, a fire broke out in the church destroying most 

(but not all) of the structure.  The present-day crucifix that hung above the altar was severely burned almost be-

yond recognition.  Restoration of the church began soon thereafter and services were once again held in the Par-

ish Hall (the previous church structure).  The first Mass in the renovated church was offered on March 24, 1984.  

Meanwhile, the crucifix underwent a chemical treatment that solidified the charred, blackened wood, saving it 

from ruin.  Thanks to the expertise of key individuals the magnificent crucifix was saved.  Six years after the fire, 

on October 16, 1988, the crucifix was returned to the present-day church and hung on the wall by the baptismal 

font. 

Under the leadership of Fr. Exsequel Tuyor and Jimmy Gomes - the head of the Planning, Building, and Mainte-

nance Committee, countless hours were devoted to discussions with parishioners to plan for the eventual return 

of the crucifix to the sanctuary.  With the blessing of Bishop Larry, the arduous physical work to return the cruci-

fix to the sanctuary began on March 7, 2019.  And, on March 21st, 37 years after the fire, our beloved crucifix 

was returned to its rightful place in the sanctuary behind the altar.   

On Saturday, July 6th, Bishop Larry will bless the crucifix at the 5pm Mass. 

We thank our Lord for guiding the workers and volunteers who planned the renovation and the relocation of the 

crucifix.  Without the support of our parishioners and the dedication of the many volunteers, this formidable task 

would not have been possible.  We also thank the Most Reverend Bishop Larry for his support as we carried out 

this endeavor.  Our beloved crucifix is once again at the center of our sanctuary and the focal point as we enter 

our place of our worship.
