Pentecost

 Here in Hawaii, we know how special the wind is because it 
brings to us our treasured “Trade Winds,” touching us with the cool 
breeze off the ocean, making life so much better and making Hawaii 
a special place.  
 In our reading, we heard how the 120 who were gathered 
with our Blessed Mother in the upper room, filled with fear and 
doubt. And we heard how on Pentecost the “room was filled with a 
strong, driving wind” and “tongues of fire” that came to rest on all 
of them and they were all filled with the Holy 
Spirit. 
 After the Holy Spirit came to them and 
they believed that this “wind” and these 
“tongues of fire” represented the promised one, 
they were no longer afraid. And being filled with 
the Holy Spirit they were able to leave the upper 
room filled with courage, and boldly they were 
able to go out into the world to proclaim that, “Jesus is Lord.”  
 St. Paul tells us, “No one can say ‘Jesus is Lord’ except by the 
Holy Spirit.” It is by the indwelling of the Holy Spirit that our eyes 
and our hearts are opened, and we can believe, and we can pro-
claim that “Jesus is Lord.” 
 Like our trade winds that makes life better for us, the Holy 
Spirit will not only make life better for us but will give us the kind of 
faith we need to be a powerful disciple of Jesus. 
 Knowing that we too are afraid that we hunger for peace,  our 
Lord wants to pour into us the promised Holy Spirit. Maybe the next 
time you feel the cool breeze from our “Trade Winds,” stop,  give 
thanks, and ask our Lord to fill you with His Holy Spirit.  
 Ask Him to give you a new life, ask Him to give you a faith that 
is filled with His “peace” and “courage,” so you, too, may go forth 
with boldness to give witness that “Jesus is Lord.”
