 The mystery of the most Holy Trinity is a basic 
doctrine of Faith in Christianity, understandable not 
with our heads but with our hearts. It teaches us that 
there are three distinct Persons in one God, sharing the 
same Divine Nature.  Our mind cannot grasp this doc-
trine which teaches that 1+1+1 = 1 and not 3. But we 
believe in this Mystery because Jesus who is God 
taught it clearly, the Evangelists recorded it, the Fathers 
of the Church tried to explain it and the Councils of 
Nicaea and Constantinople defined it as a dogma of 
Christian Faith. 
 

  "But that is impossible, my dear child:ò There is a very old and much-
repeated story about St. Augustine, one of the intellectual giants of the 
Church.  He was walking by the seashore one day, attempting to conceive of an 
intelligible explanation for the mystery of the Trinity.  As he walked along, he 
saw a small boy on the beach, pouring seawater from a shell into a small hole in 
the sand.  "What are you doing, my child?" asked Augustine.  "I am trying to 
empty the sea into this hole," the boy answered with an innocent smile.  "But 
that is impossible, my dear child,ò said Augustine.   
 The boy stood up, looked straight into the eyes of Augustine and replied, 
ñWhat you are trying to do - comprehend the immensity of God with your small 
head - is even more impossible.ò  Then he vanished.   
 The child was an angel sent by God to teach Augustine a lesson.   
Later, Augustine wrote: "You see the Trinity if you see love."  According to him, 
the Father is the lover, the Son is the loved one and the Holy Spirit is the per-
sonification of the very act of loving. This means that we can understand some-
thing of the Mystery of the Holy Trinity more readily with the heart than with 
our  feeble mind. Evagrius of Pontus, a Greek monk of the 4th century who 
came from what is now Turkey in Asia and later lived out his vocation in Egypt, 
said: "God cannot be grasped by the mind. If God could be grasped, God would

For many people the most famous thing about Saint Anthony of Padua is his reputation as a wonder-worker. HeΩs brought happi-
ness to many believers, for example, by helping them find their lost wedding rings or car keys. Or maybe his prayers helped bring 
about the healing of a sick child or spouse. Since the moment of his death on June 13, 1231, Anthony has had a reputation for 
working wonders. Indeed, he has been a real gift to the Church in bringing people joy and healing in these ways. But Anthony has 
been a gift to the Church in other ways, too. In 1946, for example, Pope Pius XII named Saint Anthony a Doctor of the Universal 
Church, that is, one of the great Christian teachers of all time—and a renowned preacher of GodΩs word. In fact, Anthony was such 
a famous preacher that in мнну—at age оо—he was invited to preach before Pope Gregory IX. Afterwards, the pope called Antho-
ny the άArk of the Testament.έ Anthony revealed such a grasp of GodΩs word that, in the eyes of the pope, he seemed to άcontainέ 
within himself the whole of Sacred Scripture. 

IƻƴƻǊƛƴƎ ŀ DǊŜŀǘ {ŀƛƴǘ  

In many Franciscan churches and shrines around the world, novenas to Saint Anthony are already taking place in preparation for 
his feast. ItΩs a good time for us to acquaint ourselves with this great preacher. In this blog, I would like to share with you four 
άshort passagesέ from the sermons of Saint Anthony. These άsermon passages,έ in actuality, are from sermon material or notes 
that Anthony compiled (in book form) for all the Sundays of the year and for certain feast days, too. Of course, these passages can-
not totally reveal what Anthony was like as a preacher with all his charisma. I hope, however, they can give us a little flavor or ink-
ling of AnthonyΩs spiritual wisdom and profound love of God.

It is to him 
that we open the door when we give aid, when we give ourselves to those in need. For he tells us plainly, ΨWhen you did this to 
one of the least of these brothers or sisters of mine, you did it to meΩέ (Matthew 25:40). 

CƻǳǊǘƘ ǎŜǊƳƻƴ ǇŀǎǎŀƎŜΥ {ŜŜƪ DƻŘ ōŜŦƻǊŜ ŀƭƭ ŜƭǎŜ άNothing apart from God can satisfy the human 
heart, for the heart is truly in search of God.έ  Regarding this brief, yet meaningful, quote, it is in-
teresting to remember that Anthony was an Augustinian monk for many years before he joined 
the Franciscans. Anthony, therefore, would have undoubtedly been familiar with one of Saint Au-
gustineΩs most famous quotations, found near the beginning of his /ƻƴŦŜǎǎƛƻƴǎΥ άYou have created 
us for yourself, O God, and our hearts are restless until they rest in you.έ AnthonyΩs words strike 
the same chord.

We also know, from AnthonyΩs life, that he had an inner thirst for God that caused him often to 
step aside from his busy activities and to find a cave or solitary place where he could pray to God 
in silence, seeking God before all else. 

As we arrive on the feast day of this saint, may the great preacher—and great finder of lost valua-
bles—help each of us find our heartΩs true treasure, namely, union with our loving God!  Source:
