Answer:   In Roman Catholic Mariology, Mother of the 
Church (ñMater Ecclesiaeò) is a title officially given to Mary 
during the Second Vatican Council by Pope Paul VI.

Pope Francisô decree was signed on February 11, 2018, 
the Memorial of Our Lady of Lourdes, and the 160th anni-
versary of the Lourdes apparitions.

and peace, but then, on the other hand, radically acts 
to the contrary by allowing or tolerating a variety of 
ways in which human life is devalued and violated, 
especially where it is weak or marginalized.'" 
 
As a gift from God, every human life is sacred from 
conception to natural death. The life and dignity of 
every person must be respected and protected at every 
stage and in every condition. The right to life is the 
first and most fundamental principle of human rights 
that leads Catholics to actively work for a world of 
greater respect for human life and greater commitment 
to justice and peace.

 A brief history of St. AnthonyΩs School 
§ In 1950, the need for larger parish facilities 

and a parish school became more acute. 
§ A Sunday collection envelope system and a 

building fund drive were started. 
§ Four Sisters of St. Joseph of Carondelet were 

committed to serving as teachers.  
§ Ground was broken in early 1952. 
§ One week after Labor Day in 1952, St. An-

thonyΩs school (with only four classrooms) 
opened its doors to its first students and the 
ŬǊǎǘ ǇǊƛǾŀǘŜ ǎŎƘƻƻƭ ƛƴ Yŀƛƭǳŀ ǿŀǎ ŜǎǘŀōƭƛǎƘŜŘ. 

§ The convent, housing the Sisters of St. Jo-
seph of Carondelet was dedicated on Octo-
ber 7, 1952. (Today, the convent houses the 
Parish Office on the second floor and the 
Early Learning Center on the first.) 

§ In 2019, St. AnthonyΩs school is still one of 
the best private schools in Hawaii!

Did you know? 
¶ St. Anthony is venerated as the Patron Saint for lost 

articles, and is credited with miracles involving lost 
people and lost items. 

¶ He was born Fernando Martins in Lisbon, Portugal, 
in 1195 in Lisbon, Portugal into a wealthy family. 

¶ At the age of 15, he asked to be sent to the Abbey 
of Santa Cruz in Coimbra, then the capital of Portu-
gal.  There, he learned theology and Latin. He was 
later ordained a priest and named the guest master 
of the abbey, responsible for hospitality. 

¶ Later, he left the Abbey and joined the Franciscan 
Order, changing his name to Anthony. 

¶ He travelled to Morocco, but became ill and on his 
way back to Portugal he was blown off-course and 
arrived in Sicily from where he travelled to Tuscany. 

¶ Dominican friars came to visit the Franciscans and 
there was confusion over whom would present the 
homily. The head of the Franciscans asked Anthony 
to speak on whatever the Holy Spirit told him to 
discuss.  Anthony delivered an eloquent and mov-
ing homily that impressed the audience and soon 
news of his eloquence reached Francis of Assisi. 

¶ In 1224, Francis entrusted his friarsΩ pursuits of 
studies to Anthony.  

¶ Anthony had a book of psalms that contained notes 
that helped him when he taught students (during a 
time when the printing press was not yet invented.) 
A novice, who had decided to leave, stole Antho-
nyΩs book of psalms. When Anthony discovered it 
missing, he prayed that it would be found.  The 
thief did return the book and returned to the Order 
as well. This book is said to be preserved in the 
Franciscan friary in Bologna today. 

¶ Anthony taught at the universities of Montpellier 
and Toulouse in southern France, but performed 
best as a preacher. 

¶ He was declared a Doctor of the Church by Pope 
Pius XII in 1946. 

¶ He was 35 years old when he died in 1231 and was 
canonized less than one year later by  

      Pope Gregory IX.   (www.catholic.org)
